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Executive Summary

South Korea's security posture during the period of March 11-18, 2026, was primarily
shaped by ongoing joint military exercises with the United States and heightened
tensions with North Korea. The Freedom Shield 2026 drills, running from March 9-19,
prompted a strong military response from Pyongyang, including the launch of
approximately 10 ballistic missiles. Concurrently, reports of potential US military asset
redeployment from South Korea to the Middle East due to the escalating conflict with
Iran raised concerns, though Seoul affirmed its independent deterrence capabilities.
Diplomatically, South Korea actively engaged with several nations, forging new
cooperation agreements in maritime security and cybersecurity, while also facilitating
citizen evacuations from the Middle East. The nation continues to bolster its defense
industry and address evolving cyber threats, particularly those driven by AI.

Key Security Developments

• Military Activities and Exercises: Freedom Shield 2026 Underway
South Korea and the United States commenced their annual Freedom Shield (FS) joint
military exercises on March 9, 2026, scheduled to run for 11 days through March 19.
These drills involve 22 field training exercises with actual troop maneuvers, though
this number is less than half of the previous year's count, reportedly to avoid
provoking North Korea. The exercises are designed to bolster combined defense
capabilities and deter nuclear threats, incorporating evolving war scenarios and
security challenges.

• North Korean Military Response: Ballistic Missile Launches
On March 14, 2026, North Korea fired approximately 10 ballistic missiles toward the
eastern sea from an area near Pyongyang, in what South Korea's military described as
a show of force. This action came as a direct response to the ongoing Freedom Shield
exercises, which Pyongyang consistently denounces as invasion rehearsals.

• North Korean Diplomatic and Rhetorical Posture
On March 10, 2026, Kim Yo Jong, head of the Workers' Party of Korea's General Affairs
Department, issued a sharp criticism of the Freedom Shield exercises, warning of
"terrible consequences beyond imagination" and signaling North Korea's potential
readiness to employ "all available special means". North Korean leader Kim Jong Un
has repeatedly described South Korea as the "principal enemy" and has rejected
inter-Korean diplomacy, though he has left the door open for dialogue with
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Washington under certain conditions, such as the removal of "hostile policies".

• Defense Policy and Strategic Shifts: US Asset Redeployment Concerns
Reports emerged this week, citing The Washington Post, that the United States was
considering or already moving parts of its Terminal High Altitude Area Defense
(THAAD) system and Patriot missile defense systems from South Korea to the Middle
East amid the war in Iran. South Korean President Lee Jae Myung stated on March 10,
2026, that South Korea could deter threats from the North even if US weapons were
redeployed, emphasizing the nation's robust defense spending and conventional
capabilities. The US military, through United States Forces Korea, affirmed its
commitment to defending South Korea despite these reports.

• Diplomatic Relations: Maritime Security with Ghana
On March 11, 2026, South Korean President Lee Jae Myung held a summit with
Ghanaian President John Mahama, during which they signed a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) on Maritime Security Cooperation. This agreement aims to
foster cooperation in combating international crimes like piracy and drug trafficking,
as well as in search and rescue operations in areas such as the Gulf of Guinea.

• Diplomatic Relations: Citizen Evacuation Cooperation with Japan
On March 11, 2026, 11 South Korean nationals and one foreign spouse were
evacuated from Riyadh, Saudi Arabia, via a Japanese government-chartered flight.
This cooperation was facilitated under the "Memorandum of Understanding on
Cooperation in the Protection of Nationals in Third Countries" signed between South
Korea and Japan in September 2024, highlighting bilateral efforts in emergency
situations amidst escalating Middle East tensions.

• Diplomatic Relations: Engagement with India and Azerbaijan
South Korean Foreign Minister Cho Hyun held a telephone conversation with Indian
External Affairs Minister Dr. Subrahmanyam Jaishankar on March 10, 2026, discussing
bilateral relations, substantive cooperation, and the significant impact of the Middle
East situation on global security and economy. Separately, on March 17, 2026,
Azerbaijan thanked South Korea for its support in evacuating Azerbaijani citizens from
Iran through its territory, during a meeting between Azerbaijani Foreign Minister
Jeyhun Bayramov and South Korean Special Representative Baek Tae-woong.

• Cybersecurity: South Korea-Canada Cyber Policy Council
In a significant move to counter North Korea's cryptocurrency theft and cyber
aggression, South Korea and Canada officially launched their first-ever Cyber Policy
Council on March 10, 2026, in Seoul. This strategic partnership aims to enhance
intelligence sharing, policy alignment, and operational planning to disrupt illicit
revenue streams funding North Korea's weapons programs.

• Cybersecurity: Rising AI-Driven Threats
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A joint report by South Korea's Ministry of Science and ICT and the Korea Internet and
Security Agency (KISA) in January 2026 warned of a sharp rise in cyber incidents in
2025 (2,383 cases, up 26.3% from 2024) and predicted that AI would play a growing
role in cyber threats in 2026. Attackers are expected to use AI for more sophisticated
phishing, deepfake fraud, and direct attacks on AI systems and models.

• Defense Industry Developments: KDDX Destroyer Program
South Korea's Defense Acquisition Program Administration (DAPA) held a pre-bid
briefing on February 11, 2026, for the Korean Next-Generation Destroyer (KDDX)
program, moving closer to a formal tender in the first half of the year. The program
aims to build an 8,000-ton stealth destroyer equipped with advanced missile systems.

• Counter-terrorism: President's Stabbing Designated as Terrorist Act
On January 21, 2026, South Korea officially designated the January 2024 stabbing
incident involving President Lee Jae Myung as a terrorist act. This marked the first
official designation since the anti-terrorism act was established in 2016. The National
Counterterrorism Committee, chaired by the Prime Minister, oversees
counter-terrorism policies and ensures human rights protection in these activities.

Geopolitical Impact and Regional Dynamics

The period from March 11-18, 2026, underscored the persistent and evolving
geopolitical challenges facing South Korea, particularly in its immediate neighborhood
and the broader Indo-Pacific. The ongoing Freedom Shield 2026 joint military
exercises with the United States serve as a critical deterrent against North Korean
aggression, but simultaneously fuel Pyongyang's hostile rhetoric and military
provocations, as evidenced by the recent ballistic missile launches. This cyclical
pattern of drills and North Korean reactions maintains a high level of tension on the
Korean Peninsula, demanding constant vigilance from Seoul and its allies. The US-ROK
alliance remains the cornerstone of South Korea's security, yet the reported
consideration of redeploying US missile defense assets to the Middle East introduces a
new layer of complexity. While South Korean President Lee Jae Myung asserted the
nation's capacity for independent deterrence, such shifts could be perceived as a test
of the alliance's resilience and potentially embolden adversaries.

The escalating conflict in the Middle East, particularly involving Iran, has direct
implications for South Korea's security calculations and diplomatic engagements. The
potential diversion of US military assets highlights the interconnectedness of global
security theaters and the challenges of maintaining robust deterrence across multiple
regions. South Korea's proactive diplomatic efforts, such as the maritime security
MOU with Ghana and the citizen evacuation cooperation with Japan and Azerbaijan,
demonstrate Seoul's commitment to protecting its interests and citizens globally,

while also strengthening ties with diverse partners. These engagements reflect South
Korea's growing role as a responsible middle power with expanding international
influence and a desire to contribute to global stability beyond the Korean Peninsula.

Furthermore, the establishment of the South Korea-Canada Cyber Policy Council on
March 10, 2026, signifies a crucial step in international cooperation against
state-sponsored cyber threats, particularly from North Korea. This initiative
underscores the recognition that cyber warfare and illicit financial activities, like
cryptocurrency theft, are integral components of modern geopolitical competition and
directly impact national security. The focus on countering North Korean cyber
aggression highlights a shared concern among technologically advanced democracies
and aims to disrupt Pyongyang's funding mechanisms for its weapons programs. This
broader engagement in cybersecurity reflects a strategic shift towards a more
comprehensive and agile approach to national security, acknowledging the
multi-domain nature of contemporary threats.

Military and Defense Analysis

South Korea's military and defense strategy during this period continues to emphasize
a robust, modernized force capable of deterring North Korean threats and projecting
influence regionally. The 2026 defense budget, approved at KRW 65.8642 trillion (a
7.5% increase from 2025), reflects a strong commitment to reinforcing national
security, marking the highest annual growth rate since 2020. A significant portion of
this budget, KRW 19.9653 trillion, is allocated to force improvement programs, with
KRW 8.8387 trillion specifically for the Three-Axis System (Kill Chain, KAMD, and
KMPR), which is central to deterring North Korea's nuclear and WMD threats. This
21.3% increase in funding for the Three-Axis System underscores South Korea's focus
on enhancing its preemptive strike, missile defense, and retaliatory capabilities.

Modernization programs are actively progressing across all branches of the armed
forces. The KDDX stealth destroyer program is moving forward, with a pre-bid briefing
held on February 11, 2026, for the development of 8,000-ton stealth destroyers
equipped with advanced missile systems. In air defense, Hanwha Aerospace secured a
KRW 705 billion (approximately $482 million) contract in November 2025 for the mass
production and delivery of the Long-range Surface-to-Air Missile (L-SAM) system
through 2030. The L-SAM system will add a new high-altitude interception layer to
South Korea's layered air and missile defense, significantly enhancing its ability to
engage ballistic missiles. Additionally, major acquisition programs for ground, naval,
and air power, including K2 tanks with domestic powerpacks, Ulsan-class Batch III
frigates, and aerial refueling tankers, are backed by substantial funding. These
investments aim to achieve President Lee Jae Myung's goal of conditions-based
wartime operational control (OPCON) transition within his term and position South
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Korea as a global top-four defense power.

Outlook and Forecast

Short-term trends (1-3 months): In the immediate future, tensions on the Korean
Peninsula are likely to remain elevated, particularly following the conclusion of the
Freedom Shield 2026 exercises on March 19. North Korea is expected to continue its
pattern of rhetorical condemnation and potential military demonstrations in response
to perceived provocations. The debate surrounding the redeployment of US military
assets to the Middle East will likely persist, requiring careful diplomatic management
by both Seoul and Washington to reassure the South Korean public and maintain
alliance cohesion. South Korea will continue its diplomatic outreach, focusing on
strengthening partnerships in areas such as maritime security and cybersecurity, as
demonstrated by recent engagements with Ghana, Japan, Canada, India, and
Azerbaijan.

Critical flashpoints and risk areas: The primary flashpoint remains the Korean
Peninsula, with the risk of miscalculation or escalation stemming from North Korean
missile tests or border provocations. The potential for further US military asset shifts
could create perceived vulnerabilities, which North Korea might attempt to exploit.
Beyond the peninsula, the Yellow Sea (West Sea) remains a critical area for maritime
security, given China's increasing activities in disputed zones. The ongoing conflict in
the Middle East poses a broader risk, potentially drawing in more global resources and
attention, which could indirectly affect regional security dynamics in Northeast Asia.
Cybersecurity threats, particularly those leveraging AI and deepfake technology, are a
growing concern, with potential for sophisticated attacks targeting critical
infrastructure and personal data.

Indicators to monitor: Key indicators to monitor include the frequency and nature of
North Korean missile launches and military exercises, as well as the rhetoric from
Pyongyang regarding inter-Korean relations and dialogue with the US. Developments
concerning the US military presence in South Korea, including any confirmed
redeployments or adjustments to force posture, will be crucial. The progress of South
Korea's defense modernization programs, particularly the KDDX destroyer and L-SAM
systems, will indicate the nation's long-term capability enhancements. Furthermore,
the effectiveness of international cybersecurity cooperation efforts, such as the South
Korea-Canada Cyber Policy Council, in mitigating North Korean cyber threats will be
an important measure of regional security.

Strategic recommendations: South Korea should continue to prioritize the
strengthening of its alliance with the United States, ensuring clear communication and
coordination regarding any changes in military posture or asset deployment.
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Simultaneously, Seoul should accelerate its indigenous defense capabilities,
particularly in missile defense and advanced conventional weaponry, to enhance its
independent deterrence against North Korea. Diplomatic efforts should focus on
de-escalation with North Korea while maintaining a firm stance against provocations,
potentially exploring avenues for dialogue under carefully defined conditions.
Expanding multilateral security cooperation with regional partners like Japan, and
global partners in cybersecurity and maritime security, will be vital to address shared
threats and enhance collective resilience. Finally, investing heavily in cybersecurity
defenses and intelligence capabilities to counter AI-driven threats and North Korean
cyber warfare remains paramount for protecting national infrastructure and economic
stability.

Participants
were required to analyze and argue cases in English, applying the Geneva Conventions,
customary international law, rules of engagement and principles of international criminal
responsibility in written briefs and oral arguments modeled on proceedings before
international courts.

• Kookmin Univ. study maps gap between AI hype and bureaucratic reality (2026-03-18

As governments around the world move to integrate generative artificial intelligence (AI) into
the machinery of public decision-making, a new study suggests that confidence in the
technology may be lagging behind its promise. A research team led by professor Kim Do-hyung
of Kookmin University proposed a framework to measure what it describes as a critical
disconnect: the gap between the actual maturity of AI systems and the expectations placed on
them by stakeholders. The study, published in the peer-reviewed journal Technovation, argues
that this divide could help determine whether the technology advances or falters in high-stakes
public research and development programs. Seeking a more systematic approach, Kim and his
co-authors devised what they call the “Maturity-Expectation Gap,” or MEG, framework. The
model draws on survey responses from experienced evaluators and pairs them with a machine
learning analysis of academic research, aiming to measure both how ready the technology is
and how much is expected of it.

“Given the
uncertainties driven by international affairs, the government concluded that it is hard to rule
out the possibility of a potential terror threat to the event like BTS concert where a large crowd
would flock and will take a preemptive move to ensure the people’s safety as a priority,” the
office said in a press release. This comes amid rising tensions caused by the U.S-Israel war on
Iran and the influx of tourists coming to Seoul for the historic concert event.

• Police nab suspect behind airline pilot murder in Busan (2026-03-18 05:57)

Police have apprehended a man on suspicion of fatally stabbing an airline pilot in Busan,
officials said Wednesday. The man in his 50s, surnamed Kim, was taken into custody Tuesday
evening after allegedly murdering the victim, a former colleague, early that morning at an
apartment in Busan, about 330 kilometers southeast of Seoul. The suspect, who has been
identified as a former airline pilot, has said he began planning the crime three years earlier and
sought to kill four people, according to police. Shortly after the murder, Kim visited another
former colleague's home in Changwon, about 300 kilometers southeast of Seoul, to allegedly
carry out another attack but the attempt failed. He is also accused of attempting to strangle and
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kill another former pilot colleague on Monday in Goyang, northwest of Seoul, before fleeing
thescene. The suspect is said to have fallen out with his former colleagues when he lost his job
twoyears earlier.

• Actor handed over to prosecution on DUI charges (2026-03-18 05:57)

• Gov't to raise terror alert by 1 notch ahead of BTS concert (2026-03-17 23:57)

The government said Wednesday it will raise the official terror alert by one notch ahead of
K-pop group BTS' comeback show in central Seoul this weekend. The alert will be raised to the
second-lowest level of "caution" on a four-tier scale for the Jongno and Jung wards from
midnight Wednesday until midnight Saturday, the Office for Government Policy Coordination
said in a press release.

• Seoul capsule hotel blaze exposes fire safety blind spots ahead of BTS show (2026-03-17

A Saturday fire that injured 10 people at a Seoul capsule hotel has exposed a critical weakness
in Korea's fire safety laws, revealing how regulatory gaps leave hundreds of foreign tourists in
sleeping pods vulnerable to fire — a hidden crisis that has prompted citywide emergency
inspections ahead of an upcoming BTS concert. With safety concerns mounting ahead of the
K-pop group's comeback performance on Saturday, the Seoul Metropolitan Government
announced it will conduct emergency safety inspections of 5,481 accommodation facilities by
Thursday. The targeted sweep includes 4,904 urban bed-and-breakfasts, 381 traditional hanok
guesthouses and 151 lodging facilities in the Jongno and Jung districts. The recent blaze at the
Sogong-dong facility underscored the extreme danger of the city's self-registration system. The
hotel operated on the third and sixth floors of a seven-story building, registering only seven
rooms with the government. However, reservations for the day of the fire reached 124 people
— 65 on the third floor and 59 on the sixth floor. Capsule hotels surged in Seoul f

• Defense ministry to publish white paper for 1st time in 4 years (2026-03-17 11:57)

The defense ministry is preparing to publish its defense policy paper for the first time in four
years later this year, according to ministry officials Tuesday. The biennial defense white paper
had not been updated since 2022, in the wake of a failed martial law bid in late 2024 by former
President Yoon Suk Yeol. A draft version of the 2024 defense policy paper had been updated,
but its formal publication was delayed due to the aftermath of the martial law turmoil. The new
defense policy paper is expected to be published by the end of this year. If published, attention
will focus on how South Korea redefines its relations with North Korea or adjusts its alliance
with the United States. A description of North Korea had been a key part of the basis of South
Korea's defense policy. In the 2022 white paper, the defense ministry described the North
Korean regime and its military as "our enemy."

• Care workers press gov’t for direct bargaining under new law (2026-03-17 11:57)

Care workers nationwide have launched a coordinated push to bring government ministries
they call their “real employers” to the bargaining table, citing a new labor law that expands
the legal definition of an employer. They threatened to go on strike if their demands are not
met. During a press conference at the office of the Korean Confederation of Trade Unions
(KCTU), a powerful umbrella organization with more than 1 million members, the KCTU and
affiliate unions said they have recently demanded that 57 ministries and public agencies hold
talks with them as principal employers under the so-called “yellow envelope law” that came
into force last week.

• PPP reform drive questioned as incumbents cut while Seoul mayor is courted (2026-03-17

The People Power Party's (PPP) local election nomination committee is facing criticism for its
contradictory approach — barring incumbents from the race in some regions while repeatedly
reopening registration in Seoul to recruit current Mayor Oh Se-hoon. This inconsistency has
fueled concerns that the main opposition party’s “reform” drive may be motivated more by
internal political calculations than by a desire to be more competitive. The party’s committee
on Monday decided to cut off incumbent North Chungcheong Governor Kim Young-hwan from
the nomination process and reopen candidate registration before selecting a final nominee.

• Defense chief says received no official US request on sending warships to Middle East

The defense ministry has not received any official request from the United States to deploy
warships to the Middle East, Minister Ahn Gyu-back said Tuesday following U.S. President
Donald Trump's call urging allies to send vessels to protect the Strait of Hormuz.

• Cabinet endorses special law on $350 bil. investment pledge to US (2026-03-17 05:57)

The Cabinet on Tuesday endorsed a special law to facilitate Korea's $350 billion investment
pledge to the United States, paving the way for implementation of the commitment under a
bilateral trade deal reached last year. The approval came five days after the bill passed the
National Assembly with bipartisan support, giving legal backing to a memorandum of
understanding (MOU) signed between Seoul and Washington in November. The law will take
effect three months after it is promulgated.

Under the plan, $150 billion will
beallocated to the shipbuilding sector, while the remaining $200 billion will go to projects
thatsupport the economic and national security interests of both countries.

• Tourists can now buy Seoul transit passes with overseas credit cards (2026-03-17 05:57)

Seoul will introduce a new payment system allowing foreign tourists to purchase public
transportation passes using overseas credit and debit cards, as the city expects an influx of
visitors ahead of BTS’ comeback performance on Saturday. The Seoul Metropolitan
Government announced Monday that the Climate Companion Card — an unlimited public
transportation pass valid within Seoul — and one-off subway tickets can be purchased using
overseas credit and debit cards starting Tuesday. Purchases will be available through new ticket
machines installed at 273 subway stations across Lines 1 to 8. Kakao Pay and Naver Pay will also
be accepted. The policy is part of the city’s efforts to address difficulties faced by foreign
tourists, many of whom have been left confused in front of ticket machines that require cash. It
is also intended to ease the inconvenience of having to search for currency exchange counters.
Previously, overseas credit cards could not be used with Seoul’s public transportation card
readers, forcing many foreign visitors to buy one-off tickets using cash. The city said

• S. Korea launches committee for preliminary review of US investment projects

Saturday, with the city government rolling out a month of landmark lighting, themed festivals
and guided tours designed to give the hundreds of thousands of fans — collectively known as
ARMY — more than a single night out, the Seoul Metropolitan Government announced Monday.
Starting Friday, the day the highly anticipated album "Arirang" drops, 15 city landmarks,
including Sebitseom and Cheonggye Stream, will be lit in red — the color associated to the
promotions of the new album — to mark their return, turning its skyline into a dynamic
nighttime stage. City officials say the lighting is designed to make Seoul feel like a giant open-air
performance space. To demonstrate the city’s welcome, greeting banners will be hung along
Sejong-daero near the Gwanghwamun concert venue and “welcome ARMY” messages will be
displayed on 10 media facades across the city. Major tourist spots and traditional marketplaces
will also show welcome phrases in seven languages — English, Chinese, Japanese, Vie

• Army halts small firearms training after elementary school student wounded by bullet in 
Daegu (2026-03-17 05:57)

The Army has suspended all shooting training involving small firearms after an elementary
school student was wounded by a bullet in Daegu while such training was under way at a
nearby military range, officials said Tuesday. The previous day, the student was wounded near
the neck at a playground in the southern city of Daegu. The student was sent to a hospital to
receive treatment for the non life-threatening injury and has been released. "Shooting training
involving small firearms has been suspended across all Army units. We plan to assess when to
resume such training after evaluating safety and risks at all firing ranges," an Army official said.
The armed service is conducting an investigation to determine whether the accident was related
to the firing training, and will seek to build more indoor firing ranges and vertical backstops in
the long term to prevent similar safety accidents.

• Veterans ministry to launch team to track down remains of independence fighter Ahn 
Jung-geun (2026-03-17 05:57)
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The veterans ministry will launch a public-private team this week tasked with tracking down and
repatriating the remains of independence fighter Ahn Jung-geun (1879-1910), believed to be
buried in China, the ministry said Tuesday. The 23-member team, comprising officials from the
veterans, foreign and unification ministries, as well as historians and family members of the late
independence fighter, will set sail Wednesday, the ministry said. Ahn was executed in 1910 for
the assassination of Japanese Prime Minister Ito Hirobumi in China's Harbin the previous year.
His remains are believed to be buried near Lushun Prison in the northern Chinese port city of
Dalian. In his will, he requested that his remains be returned to Korea after national
independence, but the exact location of his burial remains unknown. Last month, President Lee
Jae Myung wrote on X, formerly Twitter, that the government is doing its best to excavate and
repatriate his remains.

• Police nab Korean man over threat to bomb US airport (2026-03-17 05:57)

Police said Tuesday they have apprehended a Korean man on suspicion of posting a threat to
bomb a U.S. airport last year. The 20-something man allegedly posted the threat on the website
of a Detroit airport on March 20 after getting angry with airport authorities during a visit there.
The post prompted local and federal police to launch a search for explosives. In January, U.S.
Homeland Security Investigations requested the cooperation of the Korean police. The suspect
was caught after police here secured related evidence during a raid on his home earlier this
month. He has been referred to the prosecution on charges of making public threats, police
said.

• DPK to push for plenary vote on prosecution reform bills this week (2026-03-17 05:57)

The leader of the ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) said Tuesday the party plans to put
prosecution reform bills centered on separating investigative and indictment powers to a vote
at the National Assembly plenary session this week. Rep. Jung Chung-rae said the DPK, which
holds a majority in the National Assembly, will push to bring the key prosecution reform bills to
the floor during a plenary session on Thursday. The bills are follow-up measures to a
government reorganization law that will abolish the existing prosecution service structure in
October and outline the framework for launching new investigative and indictment agencies in
the same month. "The party, the government and Cheong Wa Dae reached a compromise
through close consultations," Jung said during a press briefing. "Provisions that had raised
strong public concerns were either removed or revised." Jung said the bills aim to fully separate
prosecutors' investigative and indictment powers, stripping prosecutors under the proposed
indictment agency of their authority to direct police investigations or interfere in ongoi

• Korean, US Army troops hold combined drills in California desert (2026-03-17 05:57)

Korean and U.S. Army troops conducted joint drills in a desert in California earlier this month to
enhance their combat capabilities and interoperability, the South's Army said Tuesday. Some
120 personnel, mostly from the 5th Armored Brigade, joined the exercise held at the U.S.
National Training Center (NTC) in the Mojave Desert in California from March 4 to 15, according
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to the armed service. Participating troops engaged in a two-month training program ahead
oftheir departure and held terrain reconnaissance and tactical discussions with their
U.S.counterparts before conducting combat training. The training focused on
sharpeningcounter-drone response capabilities to reflect new trends in modern warfare and
familiarizingtroops with command and control procedures in harsh climate and nighttime
operations. Firstlaunched in 2014, the drills marked the 10th such combined exercise to take
place at the U.S.training facility, which spans 2,400 square kilometers and is known for its tough
desert trainingenvironment.

• Ex-President Yoon, wife face same court in separate trials (2026-03-17 05:57)

Former President Yoon Suk Yeol and his wife, former first lady Kim Keon Hee, face separate 
trials at the same court Tuesday for the second time over corruption and other allegations. 
Yoon is scheduled to appear at the Seoul Central District Court for his trial on charges of 
receiving free opinion polls from Myung Tae-kyun, a self-proclaimed power broker, ahead of the 
2022 presidential election. He is accused of colluding with his wife to accept the polls in 
exchange for supporting former Rep. Kim Young-sun's nomination as a People Power Party 
candidate in the parliamentary by-elections later that year, following his presidential victory. In 
an earlier trial, the court acquitted Kim of the identical charge, ruling that the polls could not be 
recognized as economically benefiting the couple. Meanwhile, Kim appeared at the same court 
for her trial on charges of accepting various gifts allegedly in return for her influence in public 
office appointments. Kim is accused of receiving jewelry worth over 100 million won ($67,000), 
including a Van Cleef & Arpels necklace, from a construction compan

• Lee calls for cautious approach to prosecution reform amid hard-line DPK push 
(2026-03-16 11:57)

President Lee Jae Myung on Monday called for a measured and strategic approach to the
ongoing prosecution reform to ensure it achieves its intended purpose, responding to hard-line
calls within the ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) for sweeping changes to the prosecution
system. Lee made the remarks on his social media account on X, as some hardliners in the DPK
have been pushing for far-reaching reforms aimed at sharply curbing prosecutorial powers.
Their proposals include renaming the prosecutor general as the "chief of the indictment
agency" in line with plans to transform the prosecution service into a body focused solely on
indictments.

• English kindergarten divide: Over 50% of children in southern Seoul attend, under 15% in 
north (2026-03-16 11:57)
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Three in 10 students in Seoul have attended “English kindergartens,” with participation far
higher in the city’s southern neighborhoods than in those north of the Han River, suggesting
parents in relatively affluent districts are far more likely to send their children to such
programs. According to a survey by the Seoul Metropolitan Office of Education released Sunday,
29 percent of parents with children in kindergarten, elementary or middle school said their
child is currently attending or has attended an English kindergarten. The survey polled 25,487
respondents in Seoul — 11,941 parents, 9,006 students and 4,540 teachers. In Korea, English
kindergartens refer to private academies that teach young children — typically from around age
3 until they enter elementary school — primarily in English. They have drawn criticism for
intensifying the private education industry. Last year, some lawmakers introduced a bill under
which all cram school programs in English would be prohibited for children under 36 months.

• Suspect in laced drink murders linked to three more victims (2026-03-16 11:57)

Police said Monday they have identified three more victims of a 20-year-old woman who was
recently arrested on suspicion of murdering two men with laced drinks. Kim So-young is
accused of causing bodily injury to three additional men beyond the victims investigators had
initially identified, a police official told reporters. Prosecutors earlier indicted Kim on murder
and other charges for giving drinks spiked with benzodiazepine, a depressant, to three men
between last December and last month. Two died, while one recovered. Further investigation
found that Kim gave laced drinks to three more victims on separate occasions in Seoul between
last October and January this year. A forensic analysis determined that one of the newly
identified victims had benzodiazepine in his system. Kim met the threshold for psychopathy in a
police-administered test. Her trial is scheduled to begin April 9.

• Police seek arrest warrant for man accused of stalking, killing ex-girlfriend (2026-03-16 
11:57)

Police said Monday they have sought an arrest warrant for a man accused of stalking and killing
his ex-girlfriend while wearing an electronic ankle monitor. The 40-something man was
apprehended by police Saturday shortly after he broke the windows of a car his former live-in
partner was riding in, killed her and fled in his own car. The suspect broke his electronic ankle
monitor before fleeing from the crime scene in Namyangju, Gyeonggi Province, to the nearby
county of Yangpyeong. The Namyangju Bukbu Police Station said they filed for an arrest warrant
for the suspect after consulting the prosecution and a court hearing on whether to issue the
warrant will be held Tuesday. The suspect is currently being treated as he was found to have
taken an undisclosed type of drug at the time of his apprehension. The case has sparked
criticism that the authorities failed to protect the 20-something victim even though she was
wearing a smartwatch as a subject of police protection and the man was under various
restraining orders for stalking her.

• Gov't to strengthen swine flu response after virus detected in livestock feed (2026-03-16 
05:57)
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The government plans to strengthen quarantine measures at local pig farms, slaughterhouses
and fodder production facilities, after the African swine fever (ASF) virus was detected in pig
feed, the agricultural ministry said Monday. According to the ministry, an epidemiological
investigation found the ASF virus inside the ingredients and feed using porcine plasma, a
digestible protein source derived from the blood of pigs. The government suspects blood from
an infected pig was mixed in and has decided to discard all fodder suspected to be infected,
while recalling more than 490 tons of feed related to the problematic manufacturer, it added.
The move came as the country reported a yearly record of ASF outbreaks, 22 cases, in less than
three months since the start of this year. The figure marks a sharp increase compared to the
combined tally of 17 for the last two years from 2024 to 2025. Quarantine authorities are also
conducting a third round of inspections of pig farms nationwide until Friday. They are
additionally carrying out daily blood tests on pigs slaughtered at some 64 slaughterhou

• Ruling party, gov't agree to submit extra budget bill by end-March (2026-03-16 05:57)

The ruling Democratic Party Korea (DPK) and the government agreed to draw up and submit
this year's first supplementary budget bill to the National Assembly by the end of this month to
help ease livelihood concerns that stem from the ongoing war in the Middle East, officials said
Monday. The DPK and the government also agreed to gradually release 22.46 million barrels of
oil from its strategic reserves over the next three months amid soaring global oil prices
triggered by the Middle East conflict. The decision was made during a task force meeting
attended by officials from the finance ministry, the Financial Services Commission and other
agencies to discuss measures to stabilize energy supply and oil prices, Rep. Ahn Do-geol said in
a press briefing. The planned release comes in line with an agreement among the 32 member
countries of the International Energy Agency to make 400 million barrels of oil from their
reserves available to the market. The contribution of each country in the collective endeavor
was calculated in proportion to its share of the member countries' total oil consumpti

• Dispatching warships to Hormuz requires parliamentary approval: PPP floor leader 
(2026-03-16 05:57)

The floor leader of the main opposition People Power Party (PPP) said Monday any decision to
dispatch Korea's warships to the Strait of Hormuz would require parliamentary approval, as U.S.
President Donald Trump called on countries to send ships to the crucial oil shipping route in the
Gulf region. The remarks by Rep. Song Eon-seog of the PPP came as Trump called on Korea and
other countries affected by Iran's attempt to close the Strait of Hormuz to send ships to keep
the strait "open and safe" on Saturday amid growing concerns over disruptions to shipping
along the waterway. "The issue of deploying our military to a region with a high possibility of
involvement in combat would be a grave decision," Song said during the party's supreme
council meeting. "This is a matter that requires the National Assembly's approval in accordance
with the Constitution and relevant laws."

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• Special counsel raids PPP lawmaker's home, office over presidential residence relocation 
(2026-03-16 05:57)

The second comprehensive special counsel team raided the home and office of Rep. Yoon
Han-hong of the main opposition People Power Party on Monday over alleged favoritism
surrounding the relocation of the presidential residence about four years ago. Investigators
from the team began a search of the lawmaker's home and office in the morning to secure
materials related to the presidential residence relocation and renovation in 2022. The raid is the
first compulsory investigation by the second special counsel team, which launched last month
to investigate 17 allegations that the three previous special counsel teams could not resolve.
The charge of abuse of power was reportedly applied in the search and seizure warrant for Rep.
Yoon. A previous special counsel team said the lawmaker was involved in the alleged favoritism
while serving as the head of a task force on the presidential residence relocation, though it did
not indict him due to insufficient investigation time. The controversy began when 21 Gram, an

• Lee suggests adjusting basic pension payments for low-income seniors (2026-03-16 05:57)

President Lee Jae Myung on Monday floated the idea of adjusting basic pension payments for
elderly people in proportion to their income level. Lee made the remarks in a post on the social
media platform X, sharing a link to a news story about the government's plan to gradually ease
the reduction in basic pension payments for couples aged 65 or older when both spouses
receive the benefit. The adjustment is expected to begin next year, starting with low-income
households. "A married couple growing old together should not face disadvantages," Lee wrote
on X. "I have heard that there are even cases in which people opt for sham divorces to avoid
reductions in their basic pension payments." Citing Korea's high suicide rate among the elderly,
Lee said poverty remains one of the most serious challenges facing older adults and suggested
it may be time to review the current pension structure. "If we want to reduce elderly poverty
that can even drive people to take their own lives, we need to revise the current basic pension
system," he said.

• 3 Japanese punk bands ready to play Seoul (2026-03-15 23:57)

Japan has one of the oldest punk scenes in the world, dating back to the 1970s — certainly one
of the first outside of the West, and probably the first in Asia. The Japanese punk scene has
many close ties with neighboring Korea’s own scene, which is much smaller and about 20
years younger, having started in the early 1990s. “Since Japan is the closest country to us and
the cultures are similar, we’ve been performing with Japanese bands quite often for a long
time,” said Park Byung-sun, guitarist of the Korean band Pogo Attack. Park said he and his
friends in the Korean scene have been collaborating with punk bands in Japan every year going
back to about 2003. Now in his 40s, he mentioned that he lived in Tokyo for two years before
turning 30, during which time he played in the Japanese band 00 Squad.

• Korean language classes fill up as students from migrant backgrounds increase 
(2026-03-15 11:57)

Schools with high concentrations of students from migrant backgrounds have increased 2.6-fold
in Korea over the past five years, while improvements in the educational environment for them
have lagged behind. According to data submitted by the Ministry of Education to the office of
Rep. Jin Sun-mee of the ruling Democratic Party of Korea, Sunday, the number of schools with
high concentrations of students coming from migrant backgrounds rose from 47 in 2020 to 123
in 2025. Schools are designated as having a "high concentration" if they have more than 100
enrolled students from migrant backgrounds, accounting for 30 percent or more of the overall
student body. By region, Gyeonggi Province has the largest number of high migrant population
schools, at 52. It was followed by Seoul with 18 schools, South Chungcheong Province with 10,
Daegu with eight and Incheon with seven. Daejeon, Ulsan and North Jeolla Province had the
lowest numbers, with just one such school each. The increase comes despite Korea’s steadily
declining school-age population. The number of students from migrant backgrounds

• Foreign voting rights debate resurfaces ahead of June 3 local elections (2026-03-15 11:57)

With the June 3 local elections approaching, debate has resurfaced over voting rights for foreign
residents as Korea’s foreign population continues to grow. It has been two decades since the
government allowed certain long-term foreign residents to vote in local elections, but critics
argue that the current rules violate the principles of reciprocity and international fairness. The
government first granted voting rights to foreign permanent residents in local elections in 2006
during the Roh Moo-hyun administration. At that time, the number of eligible foreign voters
stood at just 6,726, but the figure has grown steadily — rising to 12,878 in 2010, 48,428 in 2014,
106,205 in 2018 and 127,623 in 2022. Under the current Public Official Election Act, foreign
residents who have obtained permanent residency are allowed to vote in elections for local
government leaders and local council members after three years of holding an F-5 visa.
According to the Ministry of Justice, Korea had more than 1.6 million registered foreign
residents as of December last year, including 220,788 permanent resi

• Middle-aged Koreans report highest stress levels, shifting from younger groups 
(2026-03-15 11:57)

People in their 40s recorded the highest levels of stress in daily life among adults, marking a
shift away from younger generations as economic pressures and workplace competition weigh
more heavily on middle-aged Koreans. This generational shift reflects a broader socioeconomic
reality, as the anxieties of midlife — compounded by stagnant wages and rising household debt
— have eclipsed the pressures once felt mainly by younger Koreans entering the workforce.
According to 2024 data from the Korea Disease Control and Prevention Agency on Sunday, from
an annual survey of about 10,000 people, 25.9 percent of respondents age 19 and older said
they feel “very much” or “much” stress in daily life — a level similar to the 25.5 percent

• BTS concert security concerns block rooftop access at 31 buildings (2026-03-15 05:57)

Authorities will restrict access to 31 buildings near Gwanghwamun Square before a full-group
comeback concert by BTS on March 21, seeking to prevent unauthorized rooftop viewing and
possible safety hazards. With crowds of up to 260,000 expected on the day of the concert, the
restrictions reflect police plans for strict security amid safety concerns over the massive
gathering and heightened global security concerns, including the possibility of a terror attack
linked to intensifying tensions in the Middle East.

• Korea to invest $5.8 bil. in semiconductor, AI, battery technologies (2026-03-13 11:57)

The government will invest about 8.6 trillion won ($5.77 billion) this year to accelerate 
development across various fields, including semiconductors, artificial intelligence (AI), 
shipbuilding, energy and batteries, as it moves to strengthen Korea’s technological sovereignty 
and respond to intensifying global competition. The Ministry of Science and ICT announced 
Friday that the joint public-private Special Committee on the National Strategic Technology 
approved the 2026 implementation plan, mobilizing 23 ministries to coordinate research 
funding, policy tools and financial support. The plan is part of the government’s five-year 
national strategy for strategic technologies from 2024 through 2028, aimed at securing critical 
capabilities that are considered essential to national security and industrial growth. As part of 
the plan, the government has ramped up national strategic technology research and 
development (R&D) spending by 30 percent from last year to 8.6 trillion won in 2026. The fund 
will support coordinated government programs covering 513 designated technologies, which th

• Lawmaker targets English cram lessons for toddlers after level test ban (2026-03-13 11:57)

A lawmaker who led this week’s ban on English level tests for preschoolers is now vowing to
push a far more sweeping proposal that would sharply curb academic lessons for children at
so-called “English kindergartens” and other private institutes in Korea. On Thursday, the
National Assembly approved an amendment to the Private Teaching Institutes and
Extracurricular Lessons Act in order to ban level tests used by private institutes to screen or
rank preschool students for their programs. This law will come into force six months after
passage. Only low�pressure diagnostic checks will be allowed after a child is enrolled, and only
with prior parental consent, using observation�style activities intended to support learning
rather than rank children. Detailed standards for these diagnostics will be set later by
enforcement ordinances.

• Police to deploy maximum security for BTS comeback show amid terror concerns

• Women head chefs now helm 1 in 10 Michelin-starred restaurants in Korea (2026-03-13 
05:57)

Women head chefs now lead 1 in 10 Michelin-starred restaurants in Korea, marking a symbolic
crack in the industry’s long-standing glass ceiling even as stark gender gaps persist worldwide.
The newly released Michelin Guide Seoul and Busan 2026 lists a record 46 starred restaurants,
of which five are helmed by women, or about 10.9 percent, up from three out of 40 last year.
That makes 2026 the first year, based on available data, that women have crossed the 10
percent threshold among Korea’s Michelin-starred chefs. At the global level, women remain
badly outnumbered: A 2022 analysis of 2,286 Michelin-starred restaurants in 16 countries found
only about 6 percent were led by women, with the figure still hovering between 5 and 10
percent in 2025. Michelin’s own leadership has publicly acknowledged the imbalance.
“Where are the women? Too few women are leading kitchens, despite the fact that more and
more of them are working in kitchens,” international director Gwendal Poullennec said at the
2024 French edition of the ceremony, calling it “a reality we deplore.” For every woman

• Lee's approval rating hits highest level since inauguration: poll (2026-03-13 05:57)

President Lee Jae Myung's approval rating climbed to 66 percent, marking its highest level since
he took office last June, a survey showed Friday. The survey by Gallup Korea, conducted Tuesday
through Thursday on 1,002 respondents aged 18 and over, showed that the positive assessment
of Lee's overall performance gained 1 percentage point from the previous week. The negative
assessment fell 1 percentage point to 24 percent. Lee's economic policies were cited most
frequently as the reason for the positive evaluation at 20 percent, followed by diplomacy at 10
percent.

• Medical school admission quota rises to 3,548 for 2027 academic year (2026-03-13 05:57)

The nation's medical school admission quota for the 2027 academic year has been confirmed to
be 3,548, an increase of 490 from the 2024 academic year, the education ministry said Friday.
The decision follows significant conflict between the government and the medical community
between 2024 and 2025 after the former Yoon Suk Yeol government had sharply raised the
quota by 2,000 for the 2025 academic year to 5,058. The quota was adjusted later to 4,567 for
that year before being reverted to 3,058 for the 2026 academic year. The government last
month unveiled a plan to gradually increase the quota by an annual average of 668 through
2031. The education ministry said the universities with the largest increase in medical school
enrollment next year will be Kangwon National University in the northeastern city of Chuncheon
and Chungbuk National University in the central city of Cheongju, with an increase of 39
students each. The school with the smallest increase will be CHA University in Pocheon,
northeast of Seoul, with only a net increase of 2 people, it noted, adding all 40 medical schools n

• Korea files objection to mediation over Japan-funded compensation for wartime slavery 
victims (2026-03-13 05:57)

The government has recently filed an objection to a court mediation for a now-defunct
foundation established with Japanese funds to pay damages to a late victim of Japan's wartime
sexual slavery, officials said Friday. Officials representing the Reconciliation and Healing
Foundation submitted the objection last week against the mediation to pay 100 million won
($67,000) to the late victim's bereaved family member, surnamed Kim, according to the gender
ministry and legal sources. Kim's side had earlier won a Korean court case to receive the
amount in compensation from the Japanese government. They took further legal action for
compensation to be made using the foundation's assets, which the Seoul Central District Court
accepted. The gender ministry, which oversees the foundation, believes it does not need to pay
damages on Japan's behalf. "The foundation has no need to preserve the plaintiff's claim on
behalf of Japan," a ministry official said when asked about the objection. The Japan-funded
foundation was established in 2016 to support victims of sexual slavery during World War II
under

• Lee calls for close monitoring of gas stations as fuel price cap takes effect (2026-03-13 
05:57)
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President Lee Jae Myung on Friday called for close monitoring of local gas stations to ensure
compliance with a fuel price cap, as the government implemented the price ceiling to help ease
burdens for consumers. "(The government) decided to set a ceiling on supply prices to curb
fluctuating fuel costs stemming from uncertainty in the international situation," Lee wrote on X.
Lee urged public participation to prevent potential profiteering by actively reporting cases of
violations. "Public monitoring and participation are needed to prevent some companies from
profiteering during this period of instability or taking unfair profits," he said. "If you find gas
stations violating the (oil price cap) system, please report the cases to me without delay." It
marks the first time since 1997 that Korea has enforced a price ceiling system under a provision
in the Petroleum Business Act, which allows the industry minister to set a maximum sales price
when oil prices fluctuate sharply and threaten economic stability.

• Police raid land ministry over Jeju Air crash (2026-03-13 05:57)

Police raided the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure and Transport on Friday to secure material for
its investigation into the 2024 Jeju Air plane crash that killed 179 people. A special team
handling the probe said it sent investigators to the ministry headquarters in the central
administrative city of Sejong at 8:40 a.m. to seize supplementary material. Investigators are
looking for leads on the cause of the crash at Muan International Airport on Dec. 29, 2024, and
whether the responsible agencies handled it properly, it said. Four people were listed as
suspects on the search warrant, all of whom worked for the ministry's air navigation and airport
divisions at the time of the crash. Police have so far booked 64 people in connection with the
tragedy on suspicion of occupational negligence resulting in death or injury and other charges.
The investigation has been looking as far back as the start of the airport's construction in 1999
to determine whether there were any factors that contributed to the disaster. Some of the
victims' remains were recently discovered at the site, prompting Presi

• Lee vows supports for industrial sectors in AI adoption (2026-03-13 05:57)

President Lee Jae Myung said Friday the government will step up coordinated efforts to advance
artificial intelligence (AI) transformation across industrial sectors in partnership with the private
sector. Lee made the pledge in a post on social media platform X, sharing a news report that the
ministries of science and ICT, industry, and SMEs will jointly launch bids for major AI projects
aimed at developing AI solutions and applying them in factories. "(The government) will bring
together all our capabilities to swiftly push forward industrial AI transformation," Lee wrote.

• Seoul mayor again delays PPP candidate registration for local elections (2026-03-12 11:57)
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Seoul Mayor Oh Se-hoon said Thursday he did not register for the main opposition People
Power Party (PPP)'s candidacy for the June local elections within the extended deadline,
expressing dissatisfaction with the party leadership's lack of effort to clearly sever ties with
ousted President Yoon Suk Yeol. The fourth-term mayor did not submit his registration for the
Seoul mayoral race by the deadline set by the PPP — which had been extended from the
original cutoff on Sunday — citing concerns over PPP leader Jang Dong-hyeok's vague stance on
calls from within the party to distance itself from Yoon. The former president is currently jailed
on insurrection charges related to his failed martial law bid in December 2024. "I regret to say
that I was unable to apply for the party primary or candidacy registration ahead of the local
elections today," Oh told reporters after an event held in central Seoul.

• 5 Koreans flee from Iran amid Middle East conflict (2026-03-12 11:57)

Five Korean nationals have fled from Iran amid the widening conflict in the Middle East, the
foreign ministry said Thursday, as Seoul continues to evacuate its citizens from Tehran and
other regions under attack. Four Koreans crossed into Turkmenistan via a land route a day after
leaving Tehran, the ministry said. Another Korean national is still at the border area with two
family members and they are expected to arrive in Turkmenistan on Saturday. More than 6,000
Koreans have been evacuated from 14 countries in the Middle East since March 3, with the
number of those remaining in the region standing at around 14,700, according to ministry data
provided Monday. Roughly half of some 4,100 short-term travelers have left the region in the
same period. The resumption of limited flights by the United Arab Emirates and Qatar has
paved the way for broader evacuation efforts, following diplomatic talks with Seoul. A Qatari
flight from Doha carrying 108 people, including 66 Koreans, landed in Incheon, west of Seoul,
on Thursday.

• Lee orders thorough probe into belated discovery of remains of Jeju Air crash victims 
(2026-03-12 11:57)

President Lee Jae Myung on Thursday ordered a thorough investigation into the recent
discovery of additional remains of victims of the Jeju Air plane crash in late 2024, voicing regret
over their belated recovery. Last month, authorities discovered nine pieces of remains
presumed to belong to the victims in a reexamination of the wreckage site, prompting the
victims' families to protest outside the presidential office this week to condemn the disaster
recovery process. Lee instructed a "thorough" probe to determine why the remains were not
found in the early stages of the recovery process and why they were left at the site for more
than a year, according to Lee Kyu-yeon, the presidential secretary for public relations. He also
called for "severely reprimanding" those responsible and to swiftly carry out the ongoing
investigation into the crash, the presidential aide said in a briefing. "Looking back, there were
clear shortcomings. (We) will identify those responsible and make sure that this does not
happen ever again," the aide said.

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• Incumbent Gov. Kim, six-term lawmaker Choo declare bids for Gyeonggi governor 
(2026-03-12 11:57)

Incumbent Gyeonggi Gov. Kim Dong-yeon and six-term lawmaker Choo Mi-ae of the ruling
Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) on Thursday declared their bids for the June 3 Gyeonggi
gubernatorial election. Kim, who is seeking reelection, vowed to work "on the ground" and in
line with President Lee Jae Myung's vision during a press conference in Anyang Station,
Gyeonggi Province. "My utmost priority is making the Lee Jae Myung administration a successful
one," he said, pledging to construct around 800,000 housing units and attract 200 trillion won in
investment during his term. Earlier in the day, Choo also announced her bid, vowing to make
Gyeonggi Province a province where its residents can take pride in, while promoting AI-driven
governance and youth job creation. The Gyeonggi Province governor race is shaping up as a
five-way contest with the entries of Kim and Choo, who are widely seen as front-runners in the
upcoming election.

• Complaint filed against top court chief justice for 'legal distortion' (2026-03-12 11:57)

A complaint was filed against Supreme Court Chief Justice Cho Hee-dae Thursday alleging
distortion of legal principles in President Lee Jae Myung's election law violation case on the first
day the legislation criminalizing such conduct went into effect. Lee Byung-chul, a lawyer,
submitted the complaint against Cho and Supreme Court justice Park Young-jae, alleging
intentional distortion of the criminal procedure law when the top court overturned Lee's
acquittal by a lower court last May. The new law, which took effect earlier in the day, establishes
a new criminal offense of "legal distortion" and punishes judges or prosecutors with up to 10
years in prison if they knowingly misapply legal principles. Police confirmed the complaint,
adding that an investigation would take place in accordance with relevant procedures. The
lawyer claimed in the complaint that Cho intentionally did not apply the principle of written
proceedings in the case with the intent to harm others' rights. The Supreme Court at the time
sent the case back to the Seoul High Court for review.

• National Assembly passes bill on $350 bil. investment in US (2026-03-12 11:57)

The National Assembly passed a special bill on Korea’s investments in the United States
Thursday, establishing a legal framework to manage $350 billion worth of investment projects
agreed upon by the two countries. Lawmakers passed the legislation after reaching a bipartisan
agreement during a plenary session. Of the 242 lawmakers participating in the session, 226
voted for it and eight opposed, with another eight abstaining. The bill was passed around three
months after the two countries signed a memorandum of understanding (MOU) on the
investment and tariff issues, and about six weeks after U.S. President Donald Trump threatened
to raise tariffs on Korean goods from 15 percent to 25 percent, citing "delays" in the legislation
process. President Lee Jae Myung welcomed the passage of the bill. “The bill’s passage is a
meaningful example showing that there are no partisan divides when it comes to national
priorities,” he wrote in a post on X. “It establishes the legal and institutional foundation

• [EXPLAINER] New law lets president pick 22 of 26 Supreme Court justices by 2030 
(2026-03-12 11:57)

Korea’s judiciary has experienced its biggest upheaval in nearly four decades as a trio of
judicial reform laws took effect Thursday, expanding the Supreme Court, creating a new
constitutional appeals channel and criminalizing “distortion” of the law by judges and
prosecutors. One of the key components of the reform is a revision of the Court Organization
Act, which will boost the number of Supreme Court justices from the current 14 to 26 by 2030.
This change would give President Lee Jae Myung sweeping influence over its future
composition: By the end of his term in June 2030, he is expected to appoint 22 of the 26
justices. Beginning in March 2028, the court will add four new justices a year for three
consecutive years, gradually building up to 26 seats while Lee fills each new vacancy as it opens.
The government and the ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) say the expansion is necessary
to cope with a growing caseload, given that each justice currently handles an average of 3,478
cases a year. With more justices available, they argue, the Supreme Court can share the

• Itaewon tragedy hearing turns emotional as survivor recounts horror, police trade blame 
(2026-03-12 11:57)

The long-awaited public inquiry in the 2022 Itaewon crowd crush opened Thursday with tearful
testimony from survivors and heated exchanges between police officials accused of
mishandling emergency calls on the night of the disaster. The hearing came more than three
years after the 2022 tragedy, following prolonged political gridlock, disputes over accountability
and repeated delays in forming an independent investigative body. The National Commission
for the Investigation of the Oct. 29 Itaewon Disaster, the special fact-finding group investigating
the tragedy, began the first of two days of hearings in central Seoul.

• Supreme Court finalizes loss of seat for ruling party lawmaker over fraud (2026-03-12 
11:57)

The Supreme Court on Thursday finalized a ruling stripping Rep. Yang Moon-seok of his
parliamentary seat after convicting him of fraud. Yang of the ruling Democratic Party of Korea
had been sentenced by a lower court to 18 months in prison, suspended for three years, for
taking out a fraudulent loan in 2021. The top court upheld the ruling. By law, members of the
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National Assembly are stripped of their seats if a criminal punishment of at least a prison
term,including suspended ones, is finalized. The Supreme Court's decision came on the same
day arevised law took effect, allowing petitions to be filed with the Constitutional Court to
reviewfinalized rulings. Yang wrote on Facebook after the ruling that if it appears to have "
overlookedthe basic rights" of his family, he will consult his lawyers and "receive the judgment
of theConstitutional Court." Yang and his wife, surnamed Seo, were indicted in 2024 on charges
offraud for allegedly taking out a 1.1 billion-won ($744,000) loan from a credit union under

• Ruling party, gov't agree to provide energy vouchers to vulnerable households amid 
Middle East crisis (2026-03-12 05:57)

The ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) and government officials on Thursday agreed to
provide energy vouchers to help vulnerable groups cope with rising prices amid an intensifying
war in the Middle East. During a meeting of DPK lawmakers and energy ministry officials at the
National Assembly, the ruling party urged the government to ensure that energy costs do not
place additional strain on low-income households, Rep. Kim Ju-young told reporters. "The DPK
asked that the government maintain a thorough emergency response posture to prevent public
inconvenience caused by disruptions in the supply of electricity, while also calling for support in
public welfare so that the rising energy costs do not further burden vulnerable households," he
said. The government said it would launch an emergency response team, and work with
state-run energy companies and private power generators to maintain a stable supply.

• Record number of new PhD holders face low-wage trap in Korea (2026-03-12 05:57)

The number of new doctorate holders in Korea hit a record high of nearly 20,000 last year, but
an increasing percentage of these highly educated professionals are taking low-wage jobs in a
labor market structurally incapable of absorbing them. According to data released Tuesday by
the Korea Education Statistics Service under the Korean Educational Development Institute,
19,831 individuals earned a Ph.D. from domestic graduate schools in 2025. This marks a
51.6-percent surge compared to 2015, the highest since the institute began tracking data in
1999. When records began in 1999, the country produced just 5,586 new doctorates annually.
That number steadily increased, surpassing the 10,000-mark in 2010 before nearly doubling
again over the following 15 years. Women largely drove the surge, accounting for a record-high
43.5 percent of all new Ph.D. recipients last year with 8,629 graduates. In 1999, only 1,144
women earned a doctorate, representing 20.5 percent of the total. The latest figure reflects a
7.5-fold increase over the past 26 years. Despite holding advanced degrees, a growing sha

• Musical actor Nam Kyung-joo referred to prosecutors over sex crime allegations

Veteran musical theater actor Nam Kyung-joo is facing charges of sexual assault after police
referred his case to prosecutors. The Seoul Bangbae Police Station announced Wednesday that
it referred Nam to the Seoul Central District Prosecutors' Office last month while he remains
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free pending trial. He is accused of sexually assaulting a woman late last year in
Seocho-gu,southern Seoul. The victim directly reported the incident to the police via the 112
emergencyhotline. Nam has denied the charges. Following the allegations, Nam deleted his
social mediaaccounts and severed ties with his agency. Nam debuted as a musical actor in the
1980s andhas remained a highly influential presence in the Korean musical theater industry. He
hasstarred in major productions including "Guys and Dolls" and "Chicago" and was routinely
cast inlead roles until October last year.

Prime Minister Kim Min-seok is set to depart for the United States on Thursday to promote

• Nearly 4,000 vehicles shipped from Korea to Russia over 3 yrs despite sanctions: customs 
agency (2026-03-12 05:57)

Nearly 4,000 vehicles worth a combined 179.6 billion won ($121.2 million), mostly luxury
models, were illegally exported to Russia from Korea over the past three years despite
automotive sanctions, authorities here said Wednesday. A total of 3,705 cars were mostly falsely
declared as being destined for countries neighboring Russia, including Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan, but were ultimately transported to Russia between 2023 and 2025, in violation of
export controls imposed after the Russian invasion of Ukraine, the Korea Customs Service (KCS)
said. Korea has banned exports of vehicles with engine displacements of 2,000cc or more, as
well as luxury cars valued above $50,000, to Russia and Belarus, in line with similar sanctions
imposed by major economies, such as the European Union and the United States. "As a
responsible member of the international community, we plan to thoroughly investigate illegal
exports that violate export controls and eradicate such practices to enhance national credibility
and export competitiveness," said Lee Myeong-gu, a KCS chief, in a press release. The agency a

• Judicial reform laws take effect allowing constitutional appeals of court rulings, 
punishment for 'legal distortion' (2026-03-12 05:57)
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A set of judicial reform laws were officially proclaimed Thursday, allowing constitutional appeals
of Supreme Court rulings, punishment for judges who intentionally distort legal principles and
an expansion of the top court. The reforms marked the first major overhaul of the current
judiciary system since a constitutional amendment in 1987. The National Assembly, controlled
by the ruling Democratic Party, passed the bills last month in a push for judiciary reform
despite strong objections from the main opposition People Power Party and the judiciary, which
argued they could undermine its independence. The laws on constitutional appeals and
punishment for the offense of "legal distortion" will take effect immediately, while the increase
to the number of Supreme Court justices will gradually take place starting 2028. Under the
amended Constitutional Court Act, individuals can now file constitutional complaints against
finalized rulings if they are deemed to be against Constitutional Court decisions, have not
followed due process or infringed fundamental rights with clear constitutional vio

• National Assembly set to vote on bill on U.S. investment pledges (2026-03-11 23:57)

The National Assembly is set to hold a plenary session Thursday to vote on a special bill on
South Korea's $350 billion investment pledge to the United States under a trade deal between
the two nations after rival parties reached a bipartisan agreement earlier this week. On
Wednesday, the ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) and the main opposition People Power
Party (PPP) approved the bill during a meeting of the parliamentary legislation and judiciary
committee. Under the bill, a new state-run corporation specialized in implementing the
investment package will be set up with a paid-in capital of 2 trillion won ($1.36 billion), fully
financed by the South Korean government. The corporation will consist of a total workforce of
50 employees, and three members on the board of directors will be required to have at least 10
years of experience in the financial sector or strategic industries to prevent crony
appointments. The bill was introduced by the DPK in November to carry out Seoul's investment
pledges to the U.S. as part of a trade deal reached by the two countries last year. The legis

• Chonnam Nat'l University microfluidics study features on cover of leading journal 
(2026-03-11 23:57)

A research team at Chonnam National University has drawn international attention after its
microfluidics study was featured as the cover paper of the 25th anniversary issue of a leading
scientific journal. According to the university Wednesday, the team led by Park Jin-soo, a
professor in the university’s School of Mechanical Engineering, conducted the international
joint research with scientists from Germany’s Technische Universitat Ilmenau. The study
appeared on the cover of Lab on a Chip, an international journal published by the U.K.-based
Royal Society of Chemistry. Building on years of research in microfluidics, which examines how
fluids behave at microscopic scales, Park’s team investigated how biological particles such as
cells, bacteria and microalgae move and interact in fluid environments. Many earlier studies
treated biological particles as perfectly spherical when conducting theoretical or computational
analyses. Yet such assumptions often failed to align with results observed in experiments and
clinical settings. To address this gap, the researchers focused on the fact
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• S. Korea to release 22.46 mil. barrels from oil reserves under IEA plan (2026-03-11 17:57)

South Korea plans to release 22.46 million barrels of oil from its strategic reserves in line with
an agreement among International Energy Agency (IEA) members to make 400 million barrels
of oil from their reserves available to the market, Seoul's industry ministry has said. The
ministry announced the plan for the release on Wednesday, shortly after the 32-member IEA
unanimously agreed to carry out the agency's largest-ever oil stock release in a collective action
to help address disruptions in oil markets that stem from the ongoing war between the United
States, Israel and Iran. The contribution of each country in the collective endeavor was
calculated in proportion to its share of the member countries' total oil consumption. South
Korea's planned release accounts for 5.6 percent of the total 400 million barrels to be released. "
(South Korea) assesses that close cooperation with the IEA this time will contribute greatly to
stabilizing the international oil market," an industry ministry official said. "Going forward, we
plan to minimize the impact on the people's economy and prices by cl

• Cheong Wa Dae denies report on reviving open-to-all bar exam (2026-03-11 17:57)

The presidential office denied a news report Wednesday that the government is reviewing a
plan to partially revive the open-to-all state-run bar exam, abolished in 2017, to license lawyers
outside the law school system. Kang Yu-jung, a presidential spokesperson, made the remarks in
a press notice after a local newspaper reported that the government is reviewing a plan to
reinstate the bar exam to select 50 to 150 lawyers each year outside the law school system. The
report said the plan will be reported to President Lee Jae Myung after a final assessment.
Currently, the bar exam is limited to those who have studied law for three years at law schools.
The previous one, which allowed non-law majors to take the exam, was abolished in 2017 with
the introduction of law schools. The new system was intended to nurture judicial professionals
from various backgrounds, but it has faced criticism that only those from wealthy families can
afford law school. President Lee said in a town hall meeting in June that he "agrees to some

• Gov't reviews crowd safety measures for BTS concert (2026-03-11 11:57)

The government has mapped out crowd safety measures for K-pop supergroup BTS' upcoming
Seoul concert, the interior ministry said Wednesday, as a huge crowd is expected to gather at
Gwanghwamun Square, the concert venue. The ministry said Minister Yun Ho-jung presided
over a meeting of safety-related public institutions to review the duties of each organization in
implementing crowd safety measures for the BTS concert slated for March 21. The concert is
expected to attract a large crowd, including 22,000 domestic and international ticket holders.
The government plans to preemptively issue a "caution" level warning for crowd disaster to
prevent accidents caused by overcrowding, the ministry noted, adding the warning will be in
effect for the central Seoul wards of Jongno and Jung during the concert day.

• Is Middle East crisis casting shadow over annual S. Korea-US military drills? (2026-03-11 
11:57)

A notable absence by the top U.S. military official in Korea at a command bunker during the
start of this week’s Freedom Shield joint exercises has fueled speculation about shifting
priorities within the alliance.

• Foreign residents should be included in state cash handouts, human rights watchdog says 
(2026-03-11 11:57)

The state human rights watchdog said Wednesday that the government should consider
expanding eligibility for state relief funds to be more inclusive of foreign residents, citing
concerns about discrimination. The National Human Rights Commission of Korea (NHRCK) said
it had conveyed its opinion to the Ministry of the Interior and Safety and other relevant
agencies, urging them to gradually broaden the scope of foreign nationals eligible for
government support programs aimed at aiding households coping with economic hardship. The
issue was raised in a complaint filed July last year by migrant worker groups, which argued that
the government's voucher-based cash assistance program treated foreign residents unequally
depending on their visa status and household composition. Last year's cash handouts were part
of the government's emergency response to sluggish domestic spending. Under the scheme, all
citizens and some foreign residents were eligible to receive 150,000 won ($100), with additional
benefits for low-income households. Non-Korean citizens were in principle excluded from the

• 80,000 subcontracted workers seek bargaining rights on 1st day of ‘yellow envelope 
law’ (2026-03-11 11:57)

The first day after Korea’s revised Trade Union Act — the so-called “yellow envelope law” —
took effect saw more than 80,000 subcontracted workers at 221 parent companies and public
institutions seek bargaining with what they consider their primary employers. Officials at the
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Ministry of Employment and Labor told reporters Wednesday that, as of 8 p.m. the previousday,
a total of 407 subcontractor unions and branches, representing about 81,600 workers, hadfiled
bargaining requests with 143 private firms and 78 public entities.

• THAAD redeployment sparks fears of high-altitude defense gap in South Korea

The reported redeployment of parts of the United States’ Terminal High Altitude Area Defense
(THAAD) system from South Korea to the Middle East has raised questions about whether the
move could affect missile defense readiness on the Korean Peninsula. Although experts say the
move is unlikely to create a significant gap in South Korea’s defenses, it reflects the growing
flexibility in how U.S. military assets stationed here are used. The Washington Post reported
Tuesday that the Pentagon was moving parts of a THAAD system from South Korea to the
Middle East, citing two U.S. officials. The report said that the U.S. military is also drawing on its
supply of Patriot interceptors, which are deployed in the Indo-Pacific and other regions, to
strengthen defenses against Iranian drone and ballistic missile attacks. Military sources said six
THAAD launcher vehicles that were recently moved from a base in Seongju, North Gyeongsang
Province, to Osan Air Base in Pyeongtaek, Gyeonggi Province, have since returned to Seongju
after unloading their interceptor missiles.

• Middle East crisis prompts honeymooners, church groups to rethink trips (2026-03-11

Koreans planning honeymoons, pilgrimages and long-awaited overseas trips are scrambling to
revise their itineraries as the conflict in the Middle East shuts down key transit hubs and throws
global aviation into turmoil. For many engaged Korean couples, the crisis has hit hard. Over the
past few years, Dubai has transformed from a mere layover into a standalone honeymoon hot
spot for Koreans, marketed as “affordable luxury” and bundled with resort destinations like
the Maldives and Mauritius.

• Ex-JCS chief banned from leaving country over alleged martial law role (2026-03-11 11:57)
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A retired admiral who served as the country's highest-ranking military officer has been banned
from leaving the country over his alleged role in former President Yoon Suk Yeol's failed martial
law bid, a special counsel team said Wednesday. Retired Adm. Kim Myung-soo, former
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS), and other former JCS officials have been booked and
slapped with exit bans over their involvement in the short-lived imposition of martial law in
December 2024, according to the team. "(We) have booked JCS officials at the time on charges
of playing key roles in an insurrection and have imposed exit bans," assistant special counsel
Kim Ji-mi said in a briefing. "There are plans to conduct witness questioning in connection to the
officials soon." The other booked officials include Jeong Jin-pal, former JCS vice chairman, and
Kang Dong-gil, who headed the JCS' directorate of military support at the time. They are accused
of participating in an insurrection by forming the martial law command as they watched troops
enter the National Assembly compound on the night of Yoon's de

• Korea's truth commission to open new bureau for overseas adoption cases (2026-03-11 
11:57)

Korea’s truth-seeking commission plans to establish a dedicated bureau to investigate alleged
human rights abuses linked to the country’s overseas adoption program and residential
facilities, its chair said Wednesday, as complaints from adoptees continue to mount. Song
Sang-kyo, chairperson of the newly launched third Truth and Reconciliation Commission (TRC),
said the body will also step up efforts to help people living abroad submit complaints through
Korean diplomatic missions. Complaints related to overseas adoption have flooded the
commission. A total of 311 applications alleging misconduct in intercountry adoptions were
filed on Feb. 26, the commission’s launch day, and officials expect the number to rise as more
adoptees living overseas learn about the process. "There have been continued calls, both within
and outside the commission, to establish Investigation Bureau 3 dedicated to cases involving
human rights abuses at institutional care facilities and in overseas adoptions," Song said at a
press conference, his first since taking office on March 4.

President Lee Jae Myung on Wednesday congratulated para-athlete Kim Yun-ji on winning her
second medal at the 2026 Milan-Cortina Winter Paralympics in Italy, calling her a "multiplayer
on the snowfield." Lee wrote the message on his Facebook account after Kim clinched a silver
medal in the women's cross-country skiing event at the Winter Paralympics on Tuesday (local
time) after she won the women's individual sitting title in the 12.5-kilometer biathlon Sunday. "
Following the precision she displayed in the biathlon, Kim also excelled in cross-country skiing,
powering across the snow with explosive strength and emerging as a true 'multi-player on the
snowfield,'" Lee wrote.

• Gov't to provide free sanitary pads in public facilities (2026-03-11 05:57)

The Ministry of Gender Equality and Family will launch a pilot project to place sanitary pads in
public facilities so all women can access menstrual products, marking the first such initiative by
any Korean government. The ministry proposed the plan at a Cabinet meeting held at Cheong
Wa Dae Tuesday. While existing support programs provide monthly vouchers worth 14,000 won
($10) to some low-income people aged between 9 and 24, the new plan would also install
sanitary pad dispensers in public facilities for anyone to use. “The ministry will select 10
regions for the pilot program, taking into account factors such as population size and existing
project conditions,” said Gender Equality and Family Minister Won Min-kyung. Sanitary pads
will be placed in public facilities such as community service centers, public health centers and
family centers. In rural, farming and fishing areas, they will also be supplied to locations such as
village halls to improve accessibility for residents. The ministry plans to conduct the program

• Aging baseball stadium in Jamsil to be replaced with 30,000-seat dome by 2032 
(2026-03-11 05:57)

The Seoul city government said Wednesday it plans to replace its decades-old baseball stadium 
in the southeastern district of Jamsil with a 30,000-seat dome arena by 2032 in a major 
redevelopment plan. The 25,000-seat Jamsil Baseball Stadium, home to the Doosan Bears and 
LG Twins of the Korea Baseball Organization, will close for the construction of the new stadium, 
which is planned to be the largest of its kind in the country, according to the city government. 
The construction will take place as part of a 3.3 trillion-won ($2.25 billion) project to redevelop 
the Seoul Sports Complex site — built for the 1986 Asian Games and 1988 Summer Olympics, 
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and home to the baseball stadium. The city said it recently wrapped up negotiations over the 
project with its preferred bidder, a consortium led by Hanwha Corporation E&C Division, after 
160 rounds of talks over four years. The project, which will be entirely funded by the private 
sector, includes plans to build an exhibition center, a five-star hotel and other commercial 
facilities at the 350,000-square-meter site. As construction takes place

• Deterrence posture against N. Korea won't be hindered regardless of potential shift of 
USFK's assets (2026-03-11 05:57)

The deterrence posture against North Korea will not be hindered regardless of a potential shift
of military assets owned by the U.S. military stationed in South Korea, a senior official at Cheong
Wa Dae said Wednesday, amid media reports that the U.S. Forces Korea (USFK) has shipped out
some of its air defense assets from the Korean Peninsula.

• Appeal trial begins for ex-PM Han over insurrection charges (2026-03-11 05:57)

An appellate trial for former Prime Minister Han Duck-soo began Wednesday on charges that he
played a key role in an insurrection by abetting former President Yoon Suk Yeol's 2024
imposition of martial law. The first hearing opened at the Seoul High Court after both Han and
special counsel Cho Eun-suk's team appealed a 23-year prison sentence handed down by a
district court in January. Han was found guilty of taking part in an insurrection by proposing that
Yoon convene a Cabinet meeting before declaring martial law on Dec. 3, 2024. He was also
convicted of signing a revised proclamation after the decree was lifted six hours later, in a bid to
give it a veneer of legitimacy, and separately lying under oath at the Constitutional Court. With
the ruling, the former prime minister was placed in custody at the same detention center in
Uiwang, south of Seoul, where Yoon has been held since last July. The morning portion of

• Investigators again raid Shincheonji sect over alleged collusion with politics (2026-03-11 
05:57)

A joint prosecution-police team investigating suspected collusion between politics and religion
again raided the Shincheonji Church of Jesus, a nonmainstream religious sect, on Wednesday as
part of a probe into its alleged ties to the main opposition People Power Party (PPP).
Prosecutors and investigators from the team searched Shincheonji's headquarters in
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Gwacheon, just south of Seoul, in the morning to seize additional data related to suspicions
ofchurch members' collective affiliation with the PPP years ago. They already searched
theGwacheon headquarters and the residence of the church's founder, Lee Man-hee, in
January.Lee and others are suspected of forcing church followers to join the PPP with the aim
ofinfluencing the results of the party's presidential primary in 2021 and the party's
candidatenominations for the 2024 general elections.

• Police refer lawmaker, ex-councilor at center of bribery scandal to prosecution 
(2026-03-11 05:57)

Police on Wednesday referred an independent lawmaker and a former Seoul city councilor to
the prosecution following their arrest last week over bribery allegations linked to the 2022 local
elections. Rep. Kang Sun-woo, formerly of the ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK), and Kim
Kyung were sent to the prosecution on charges of violating political funds and anti-graft laws
and others, according to the public crimes division of the Seoul Metropolitan Police Agency. Kim
is accused of giving Kang a shopping bag containing 100 million won ($67,800) in cash in
January 2022 ahead of the elections in June that year, allegedly in exchange for a DPK
nomination for a councilor seat in the capital. The lawmaker served on the party's candidate
nomination committee for the capital at the time. Kim ultimately received the nomination and
won the election. Kang has claimed that she did not know the shopping bag contained cash,
adding that she returned the money after later discovering it. Police believe Kang had met Kim
with advance knowledge of the cash and spent it on a rental deposit.

• Calls grow to stop zoos from letting visitors touch animals in defiance of ban (2026-03-11 
05:57)

Calls are growing to end direct contact animal experiences at zoos across Korea, as new findings
show many facilities continue to defy a legal ban on riding, touching and feeding animals more
than two years after it took effect. Animal welfare advocates and lawmakers said the gap
between the law and practice is exposing animals to chronic stress and sending the wrong
message to children about wildlife. At a National Assembly forum Monday, Animal Welfare
Research Institute AWARE and the Animal Welfare Parliamentary Forum presented findings
from an eight-month survey of 21 registered or licensed zoos and nine unlicensed facilities
across the country. The study reviewed compliance with the revised Act on the Management of
Zoos and Aquariums, which since late 2023 has prohibited zoos from allowing visitors to climb
on, touch or feed animals for entertainment purposes. Despite the legal shift, 20 out of 21
surveyed zoos were still selling feed for animal encounters, and 15 imposed no limits on
purchase frequency or feeding volume. In 18 facilities, visitors could touch animals at any time
