Executive Summary

South Korea's security landscape during March 9-16, 2026, was primarily shaped by
heightened tensions on the Korean Peninsula and the broader geopolitical implications
of the escalating Middle East conflict. The joint Freedom Shield military exercise with
the United States, involving 18,000 South Korean troops, prompted a swift and
aggressive response from North Korea, including the launch of approximately 10
ballistic missiles. Concurrently, speculation arose regarding the potential repositioning
of US military assets from South Korea to the Middle East, raising concerns about
deterrence capabilities against Pyongyang despite Seoul's assurances of its own
robust defenses. Economically, the Middle East conflict led to surging oil prices and a
weakening won, prompting government consideration of stabilization measures.
Diplomatically, South Korea continued to balance its alliance with the US while
actively seeking to improve ties with Japan and play a mediating role between Japan
and China, even as North Korea maintained its hostile stance.

Key Security Developments

• Military Activities and Exercises: Freedom Shield Drills Underway
The United States and South Korea commenced their annual large-scale joint military
exercise, Freedom Shield, on March 9, 2026, scheduled to run through March 19.
Approximately 18,000 South Korean troops are participating in the defensive drills,
which are designed to enhance combined readiness and operational capabilities.
These exercises are a regular feature of the US-ROK alliance, aimed at deterring North
Korean aggression and improving interoperability.

• Security Incidents and Threats: North Korea's Missile Provocations
On March 14, 2026, North Korea launched approximately 10 ballistic missiles toward
the eastern sea, flying about 350 kilometers from the Sunan area near Pyongyang's
international airport. This action was a direct response to the ongoing Freedom Shield
exercises, which Pyongyang consistently condemns as invasion rehearsals. North
Korean leader Kim Jong Un also reportedly observed a live-fire test of multiple rocket
launch systems on the same day, claiming the weapons could target "enemies within
the 420-kilometer (260-mile) striking range" and deliver "tactical nuclear weapon"
payloads. South Korea's National Security Office convened an emergency meeting to
assess the launches and review response measures.

• Defense Policy and Strategic Shifts: US Asset Relocation Concerns
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South Korean media reported speculation that the US is considering or has begun
relocating some military assets, including Patriot anti-missile systems and parts of the
Terminal High Altitude Area Defense (THAAD) system, from South Korea to the Middle
East to support operations against Iran. While US Forces Korea (USFK) declined to
comment on specific movements for operational security reasons, it affirmed its
commitment to defending South Korea. South Korean President Lee Jae Myung
acknowledged Seoul's opposition to such moves but conceded the country's limited
ability to prevent the relocation of US assets, stating that South Korea's own defenses
are sufficient for deterrence against North Korea.

• Diplomatic Relations: Engagement with Japan and China
On March 14, 2026, South Korea and Japan agreed to establish a regular
communication channel between their industry ministries to address trade, economic
security, and supply chain issues. This agreement, made during the inaugural
Indo-Pacific energy security ministerial meeting in Tokyo, also included a liquefied
natural gas (LNG) swap arrangement to bolster stable energy supplies amid Middle
East volatility. This move builds on earlier calls by South Korean President Lee Jae
Myung on March 1, 2026, for improved ties with Japan to foster a "friendly new world"
based on mutual understanding.

• Diplomatic Relations: Mediating Japan-China Tensions
South Korean Foreign Minister Cho Hyun stated on March 13, 2026, that Seoul is
seeking to play a "constructive role" in mediating tensions between China and Japan.
Cho emphasized South Korea's strategy of maintaining its alliance with Washington
while fostering a constructive relationship with Beijing. This follows President Lee Jae
Myung's earlier efforts in January 2026 to achieve a "full restoration" of bilateral ties
with China, marked by a state visit and the signing of 15 cooperation agreements.

• Diplomatic Relations: Continued North Korean Hostility
North Korea reiterated its hardline stance against South Korea, with leader Kim Jong
Un explicitly rejecting the possibility of reconciliation or reunification and referring to
Seoul as its "principal enemy." Despite this, South Korean President Lee Jae Myung, in
a speech on March 1, 2026, called for resuming dialogue and initiating a "new era" of
relations with North Korea, emphasizing peaceful negotiations over weapons.

• Defense Industry Developments: KADEX 2026 and Export Ambitions
The Korea Army International Defense Industry Exhibition (KADEX 2026) is scheduled
for September 2026, aiming to showcase Korea's defense capabilities, including
unmanned systems, robotics, AI, and integrated battlefield technologies. South Korea
has set an ambitious goal to become one of the top defense exporters by 2030,
leveraging its advanced manufacturing capabilities. Recent successes include
supplying K239 Chunmoo MLRS to Norway and FA-50 light combat aircraft to the
Philippines.
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• Cybersecurity: Rising Threats and Insufficient Response
Reports from late February and early March 2026 highlighted a significant increase in
cyber incidents in South Korea, with 2,383 cases reported in the private sector in
2025, a 26.3% increase from 2024. The top cybersecurity risks for 2026 include
AI-driven cyberattacks, ransomware, cloud vulnerabilities, phishing, and data security
breaches. Concerns were raised that South Korea's cybersecurity investment and
response systems are not keeping pace with the evolving sophistication of attacks.

• Geopolitical Impact: Economic Fallout from Middle East Conflict
The escalating war in the Middle East is having a tangible economic impact on South
Korea, a highly import-dependent economy. Oil prices have surged, with Brent crude
moving above $100 and broader benchmarks nearing $120, while the Korean won has
weakened to its lowest level since March 2009. Seoul is considering emergency
economic defense measures, such as fuel-price caps, to contain inflation and prevent
stagflation risks.

Geopolitical Impact and Regional Dynamics

South Korea's security posture during this period is intricately linked to the volatile
dynamics of the Korean Peninsula and the broader Indo-Pacific, further complicated by
the escalating conflict in the Middle East. The ongoing Freedom Shield exercises with
the US, a cornerstone of the alliance, predictably triggered North Korea's missile
launches, underscoring the persistent cycle of provocation and deterrence. This
tit-for-tat military posturing maintains a high level of tension, making any
de-escalation difficult. North Korea's explicit rejection of reconciliation with South
Korea and its continued focus on nuclear and missile development, as articulated by
Kim Jong Un, signals a long-term strategy of military leverage and a hardened stance
against Seoul.

The potential repositioning of US military assets from South Korea to the Middle East,
driven by the conflict with Iran, introduces a new layer of complexity. While USFK has
reaffirmed its commitment to South Korea's defense, and Seoul has expressed
confidence in its own capabilities, any perceived reduction in US military presence
could embolden North Korea or create strategic uncertainties in the region. This
situation highlights the interconnectedness of global security challenges and the
potential for a "security vacuum" in one region to impact another. China, a major ally
of North Korea, has historically played a role in blocking tougher UN sanctions against
Pyongyang, and its stance on the US asset relocation will be closely watched.

South Korea's diplomatic efforts to improve ties with Japan and mediate between
Japan and China are crucial for regional stability. The agreement to establish a regular
communication channel on trade and supply chain issues with Japan, alongside an
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LNG swap arrangement, demonstrates a pragmatic approach to strengthening
economic security and addressing shared vulnerabilities, particularly concerning
energy supplies impacted by the Middle East conflict. Furthermore, Seoul's ambition
to play a "constructive role" in easing Japan-China tensions, while balancing its
alliance with the US and its economic relationship with China, reflects a sophisticated
diplomatic strategy aimed at fostering regional cooperation amidst great power
competition. This balancing act is essential for South Korea to navigate the complex
geopolitical landscape without being forced to choose sides, especially given the
US-China rivalry and Japan's heightened concerns over Taiwan.

Military and Defense Analysis

South Korea's military and defense posture during this period is characterized by a
strong alliance with the United States, ongoing modernization efforts, and a growing
domestic defense industry, all while facing persistent threats from North Korea. The
Freedom Shield exercise demonstrates the robust combined defense capabilities of
the US-ROK alliance, involving significant troop numbers and designed to enhance
operational readiness against evolving war scenarios. This annual drill serves as a
critical deterrent and a mechanism for maintaining a high state of readiness.

However, the speculation surrounding the potential redeployment of US missile
defense assets to the Middle East introduces a dynamic element to South Korea's
force posture. While South Korean officials have asserted that their own defense
capabilities are sufficient to deter North Korea, any actual reduction in US assets could
necessitate adjustments in Seoul's defense planning and resource allocation. This
situation underscores the importance of South Korea's ongoing military modernization
programs, which aim to develop advanced capabilities to counter North Korea's
nuclear and missile threats independently. The country's defense spending trends
reflect a commitment to strengthening its indigenous defense industry and acquiring
cutting-edge technologies.

The burgeoning South Korean defense industry is a significant aspect of its defense
analysis. With events like KADEX 2026 showcasing advancements in unmanned
systems, robotics, AI, and integrated battlefield technologies, South Korea is
positioning itself as a major global defense exporter. Recent export successes, such
as the K239 Chunmoo MLRS to Norway and FA-50 light combat aircraft to the
Philippines, highlight the growing sophistication and competitiveness of its defense
sector. This not only contributes to national security by providing advanced weaponry
but also strengthens diplomatic ties and economic influence.

Short-term trends (1-3 months) will likely see continued elevated tensions on the
Korean Peninsula. North Korea's recent missile launches in response to Freedom
Shield indicate a predictable pattern of escalation during joint exercises. Pyongyang is
expected to maintain its hardline stance, rejecting dialogue with Seoul and focusing
on military modernization. The ongoing Middle East conflict will continue to exert
economic pressure on South Korea, particularly through energy markets,
necessitating continued government intervention to stabilize the economy. Diplomatic
efforts to strengthen ties with Japan and mediate regional tensions will persist, with
further discussions on economic security and supply chain resilience.

Critical flashpoints and risk areas include further North Korean provocations,
potentially involving more advanced missile tests or even conventional military drills
near the border, especially as the Freedom Shield exercise concludes. The uncertainty
surrounding the redeployment of US military assets to the Middle East remains a
significant risk, as any substantial withdrawal could be perceived as a weakening of
deterrence, potentially leading to miscalculation by North Korea. The economic impact
of the Middle East conflict, particularly sustained high energy prices and global supply
chain disruptions, poses a risk to South Korea's economic stability and could indirectly
affect its defense budget and modernization plans. Cybersecurity threats, especially
AI-driven attacks and ransomware, will continue to be a critical vulnerability for both
government and private sectors.

Indicators to monitor include the frequency and nature of North Korean missile tests
and military rhetoric, particularly any direct threats or significant technological
advancements. Statements and actions from USFK regarding asset movements and
their impact on the alliance's defense posture will be crucial. Global oil prices and the
stability of South Korea's financial markets will indicate the economic fallout from the
Middle East conflict. Further diplomatic engagements between South Korea, Japan,
and China, especially concerning regional security and economic cooperation, should
be closely observed for signs of either enhanced stability or renewed friction.
Additionally, monitoring reports on cybersecurity incidents and the effectiveness of
South Korea's defensive measures will be important.

Strategic recommendations for South Korea should focus on reinforcing its indigenous
defense capabilities and accelerating military modernization programs to reduce
reliance on external assets, particularly in missile defense. This includes continued
investment in advanced technologies and strengthening its defense industry.
Diplomatically, Seoul should continue its proactive engagement with regional partners
like Japan and maintain its efforts to mediate between major powers, fostering a
stable environment that discourages North Korean adventurism. Economically, the
government should implement robust measures to mitigate the impact of global
energy price volatility and diversify its energy sources and supply chains. Finally, a
significant increase in cybersecurity investment and the development of AI-powered
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defense mechanisms are essential to counter the growing sophistication of cyber
threats.

• Gov't to strengthen swine flu response after virus detected in livestock feed (2026-03-16 
05:57)

The government plans to strengthen quarantine measures at local pig farms, slaughterhouses
and fodder production facilities, after the African swine fever (ASF) virus was detected in pig
feed, the agricultural ministry said Monday. According to the ministry, an epidemiological
investigation found the ASF virus inside the ingredients and feed using porcine plasma, a
digestible protein source derived from the blood of pigs. The government suspects blood from
an infected pig was mixed in and has decided to discard all fodder suspected to be infected,
while recalling more than 490 tons of feed related to the problematic manufacturer, it added.
The move came as the country reported a yearly record of ASF outbreaks, 22 cases, in less than
three months since the start of this year. The figure marks a sharp increase compared to the
combined tally of 17 for the last two years from 2024 to 2025. Quarantine authorities are also
conducting a third round of inspections of pig farms nationwide until Friday. They are
additionally carrying out daily blood tests on pigs slaughtered at some 64 slaughterhou

• Ruling party, gov't agree to submit extra budget bill by end-March (2026-03-16 05:57)

The ruling Democratic Party Korea (DPK) and the government agreed to draw up and submit
this year's first supplementary budget bill to the National Assembly by the end of this month to
help ease livelihood concerns that stem from the ongoing war in the Middle East, officials said
Monday. The DPK and the government also agreed to gradually release 22.46 million barrels of
oil from its strategic reserves over the next three months amid soaring global oil prices
triggered by the Middle East conflict. The decision was made during a task force meeting
attended by officials from the finance ministry, the Financial Services Commission and other
agencies to discuss measures to stabilize energy supply and oil prices, Rep. Ahn Do-geol said in
a press briefing. The planned release comes in line with an agreement among the 32 member
countries of the International Energy Agency to make 400 million barrels of oil from their
reserves available to the market. The contribution of each country in the collective endeavor
was calculated in proportion to its share of the member countries' total oil consumpti
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• Dispatching warships to Hormuz requires parliamentary approval: PPP floor leader

The floor leader of the main opposition People Power Party (PPP) said Monday any decision to
dispatch Korea's warships to the Strait of Hormuz would require parliamentary approval, as U.S.
President Donald Trump called on countries to send ships to the crucial oil shipping route in the
Gulf region. The remarks by Rep. Song Eon-seog of the PPP came as Trump called on Korea and
other countries affected by Iran's attempt to close the Strait of Hormuz to send ships to keep
the strait "open and safe" on Saturday amid growing concerns over disruptions to shipping
along the waterway. "The issue of deploying our military to a region with a high possibility of
involvement in combat would be a grave decision," Song said during the party's supreme
council meeting. "This is a matter that requires the National Assembly's approval in accordance
with the Constitution and relevant laws." He also said the issue of deploying the Cheonghae
naval unit, currently operating in the Gulf of Aden for anti-piracy operations, to the Strait of

• Special counsel raids PPP lawmaker's home, office over presidential residence relocation 
(2026-03-16 05:57)

The second comprehensive special counsel team raided the home and office of Rep. Yoon
Han-hong of the main opposition People Power Party on Monday over alleged favoritism
surrounding the relocation of the presidential residence about four years ago. Investigators
from the team began a search of the lawmaker's home and office in the morning to secure
materials related to the presidential residence relocation and renovation in 2022. The raid is the
first compulsory investigation by the second special counsel team, which launched last month
to investigate 17 allegations that the three previous special counsel teams could not resolve.
The charge of abuse of power was reportedly applied in the search and seizure warrant for Rep.
Yoon. A previous special counsel team said the lawmaker was involved in the alleged favoritism
while serving as the head of a task force on the presidential residence relocation, though it did
not indict him due to insufficient investigation time. The controversy began when 21 Gram, an
interior design company without a general construction license, was improperly chose

• Lee suggests adjusting basic pension payments for low-income seniors (2026-03-16 05:57)

President Lee Jae Myung on Monday floated the idea of adjusting basic pension payments for
elderly people in proportion to their income level. Lee made the remarks in a post on the social
media platform X, sharing a link to a news story about the government's plan to gradually ease
the reduction in basic pension payments for couples aged 65 or older when both spouses
receive the benefit. The adjustment is expected to begin next year, starting with low-income
households. "A married couple growing old together should not face disadvantages," Lee wrote
on X. "I have heard that there are even cases in which people opt for sham divorces to avoid
reductions in their basic pension payments." Citing Korea's high suicide rate among the elderly,
Lee said poverty remains one of the most serious challenges facing older adults and suggested
it may be time to review the current pension structure. "If we want to reduce elderly poverty
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that can even drive people to take their own lives, we need to revise the current basic
pensionsystem," he said.

• 3 Japanese punk bands ready to play Seoul (2026-03-15 23:57)

Japan has one of the oldest punk scenes in the world, dating back to the 1970s — certainly one
of the first outside of the West, and probably the first in Asia. The Japanese punk scene has
many close ties with neighboring Korea’s own scene, which is much smaller and about 20
years younger, having started in the early 1990s. “Since Japan is the closest country to us and
the cultures are similar, we’ve been performing with Japanese bands quite often for a long
time,” said Park Byung-sun, guitarist of the Korean band Pogo Attack. Park said he and his
friends in the Korean scene have been collaborating with punk bands in Japan every year going
back to about 2003. Now in his 40s, he mentioned that he lived in Tokyo for two years before
turning 30, during which time he played in the Japanese band 00 Squad. This month, Korea is
seeing an unusually high number of Japanese bands visiting, with three acts coming here for
two separate tours over the next couple weeks. Yasumasa Okise remembers his first visit to
Korea, during the 1988 Summer Olympics.

• Korean language classes fill up as students from migrant backgrounds increase 
(2026-03-15 11:57)

Schools with high concentrations of students from migrant backgrounds have increased 2.6-fold
in Korea over the past five years, while improvements in the educational environment for them
have lagged behind. According to data submitted by the Ministry of Education to the office of
Rep. Jin Sun-mee of the ruling Democratic Party of Korea, Sunday, the number of schools with
high concentrations of students coming from migrant backgrounds rose from 47 in 2020 to 123
in 2025. Schools are designated as having a "high concentration" if they have more than 100
enrolled students from migrant backgrounds, accounting for 30 percent or more of the overall
student body. By region, Gyeonggi Province has the largest number of high migrant population
schools, at 52. It was followed by Seoul with 18 schools, South Chungcheong Province with 10,
Daegu with eight and Incheon with seven. Daejeon, Ulsan and North Jeolla Province had the
lowest numbers, with just one such school each. The increase comes despite Korea’s steadily
declining school-age population. The number of students from migrant backgrounds

• Foreign voting rights debate resurfaces ahead of June 3 local elections (2026-03-15 11:57)

With the June 3 local elections approaching, debate has resurfaced over voting rights for foreign
residents as Korea’s foreign population continues to grow. It has been two decades since the
government allowed certain long-term foreign residents to vote in local elections, but critics
argue that the current rules violate the principles of reciprocity and international fairness. The
government first granted voting rights to foreign permanent residents in local elections in 2006
during the Roh Moo-hyun administration. At that time, the number of eligible foreign voters
stood at just 6,726, but the figure has grown steadily — rising to 12,878 in 2010, 48,428 in 2014,
106,205 in 2018 and 127,623 in 2022. Under the current Public Official Election Act, foreign
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residents who have obtained permanent residency are allowed to vote in elections for
localgovernment leaders and local council members after three years of holding an F-5
visa.According to the Ministry of Justice, Korea had more than 1.6 million registered
foreignresidents as of December last year, including 220,788 permanent resi

• Middle-aged Koreans report highest stress levels, shifting from younger groups 
(2026-03-15 11:57)

People in their 40s recorded the highest levels of stress in daily life among adults, marking a
shift away from younger generations as economic pressures and workplace competition weigh
more heavily on middle-aged Koreans. This generational shift reflects a broader socioeconomic
reality, as the anxieties of midlife — compounded by stagnant wages and rising household debt
— have eclipsed the pressures once felt mainly by younger Koreans entering the workforce.
According to 2024 data from the Korea Disease Control and Prevention Agency on Sunday, from
an annual survey of about 10,000 people, 25.9 percent of respondents age 19 and older said
they feel “very much” or “much” stress in daily life — a level similar to the 25.5 percent
recorded in 2014. Among age groups, people in their 40s recorded the highest stress rate at
35.1 percent — more than eight percentage points higher than in 2014. Those in their 30s
followed at 34.7 percent, while adults ages 19 to 29 recorded 30.3 percent. In the 2014 survey,
people in their 30s had reported the highest stress level at 34 percent,

• Lee vows expanded compensation for activists of 1960 democracy movement (2026-03-15 
05:57)

President Lee Jae Myung said Sunday the government will step up efforts to identify more
activists who took part in the democracy movement of 1960 and ensure they receive proper
compensation and recognition. Lee made the pledge during a ceremony marking the 66th
anniversary of the March 15 Democracy Movement in the southeastern city of Changwon. He is
the first sitting president to attend the ceremony since it was designated a national memorial
day in 2010. "As president of the Republic of Korea, I offer my heartfelt apology and comforting
words to the bereaved families of the victims of the March 15 Democracy Movement who
suffered great pain due to state violence. I will not forget your noble sacrifice," Lee said in his
address. The democracy movement began March 15, 1960, in Masan, now part of Changwon, as
protests against widespread election fraud during the presidential election under then
President Rhee Syng-man. The demonstrations later spread nationwide, sparking the April 19
Revolution the following month, a watershed event that led to Rhee's ouster. Lee vowed the

• BTS concert security concerns block rooftop access at 31 buildings (2026-03-15 05:57)

Authorities will restrict access to 31 buildings near Gwanghwamun Square before a full-group
comeback concert by BTS on March 21, seeking to prevent unauthorized rooftop viewing and
possible safety hazards. With crowds of up to 260,000 expected on the day of the concert, the
restrictions reflect police plans for strict security amid safety concerns over the massive
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gathering and heightened global security concerns, including the possibility of a terror
attacklinked to intensifying tensions in the Middle East. According to Korean media reports
Sunday,the Seoul Metropolitan Government and police designated 31 buildings near
GwanghwamunSquare as priority monitoring sites and are coordinating safety measures with
buildingmanagers.

• PPP official in charge of nomination for local elections rescinds resignation offer 
(2026-03-15 05:57)

Lee Jung-hyun, head of the nomination committee at the main opposition People Power Party
(PPP) for the upcoming local elections, returned to work Sunday, two days after offering to step
down from his post. "I will resume my work as head of the party's nomination committee," Lee
said in a statement. "I will also bear full responsibility for the election results." Lee said he had
been approached by PPP leader Jang Dong-hyeok the previous night about seeing the reform of
the nomination process to the end and that Jang had also offered him "full authority" on all
matters related to nominations for the June 3 elections. "At this critical juncture, I think the
party and the people want someone to step up to take responsibility and make decisions," Lee
said.

• Military aircraft bringing back 211 S. Koreans, foreigners from Saudi Arabia amid Mideast 
conflict (2026-03-14 23:57)

South Korean military transport aircraft is bringing home 204 nationals from Saudi Arabia,
officials said Sunday, in the first airlift evacuation using a military plane since the conflict began
in the Middle East late last month. A KC-330 Cygnus multirole aerial tanker carrying 204 South
Koreans and seven others of foreign nationalities departed from Riyadh on Saturday (local time)
and is expected to land at Seoul Air Base in Seongnam, south of the capital, on Sunday
afternoon (Seoul time). The operation, named "Desert Shine," came as thousands of South
Korean nationals remain stranded in the Middle East due to flight disruptions as the conflict
between U.S.-Israeli forces and Iran has escalated into a wider regional war. Those aboard the
Cygnus tanker had been staying in Iraq, Kuwait, Bahrain, Lebanon and Saudi Arabia before
traveling to Riyadh to board the military aircraft. More than 140 of them were in Saudi Arabia,
while 24 had come from Bahrain, 14 from Kuwait and 28 from Lebanon. Among those on board
were two Japanese nationals, along with one American, one Australian, one New Zeal

• Pres. Lee congratulates para cross-country skier for winning 4 medals (2026-03-14 11:57)
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President Lee Jae Myung congratulated para cross-country skier Kim Yun-ji, Saturday, for her
groundbreaking feat of clinching four medals in the ongoing Winter Paralympics in northern
Italy. "I congratulate Kim on her fourth medal. It is an amazing accomplishment that makes it
hard to believe it is her first Olympics participation," Lee wrote on Facebook, saying she "made
history."

• Korea to invest $5.8 bil. in semiconductor, AI, battery technologies (2026-03-13 11:57)

The government will invest about 8.6 trillion won ($5.77 billion) this year to accelerate 
development across various fields, including semiconductors, artificial intelligence (AI), 
shipbuilding, energy and batteries, as it moves to strengthen Korea’s technological sovereignty 
and respond to intensifying global competition. The Ministry of Science and ICT announced 
Friday that the joint public-private Special Committee on the National Strategic Technology 
approved the 2026 implementation plan, mobilizing 23 ministries to coordinate research 
funding, policy tools and financial support. The plan is part of the government’s five-year 
national strategy for strategic technologies from 2024 through 2028, aimed at securing critical 
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capabilities that are considered essential to national security and industrial growth. As part of 
the plan, the government has ramped up national strategic technology research and 
development (R&D) spending by 30 percent from last year to 8.6 trillion won in 2026. The fund 
will support coordinated government programs covering 513 designated technologies, which th

• Lawmaker targets English cram lessons for toddlers after level test ban (2026-03-13 11:57)

A lawmaker who led this week’s ban on English level tests for preschoolers is now vowing to
push a far more sweeping proposal that would sharply curb academic lessons for children at
so-called “English kindergartens” and other private institutes in Korea. On Thursday, the
National Assembly approved an amendment to the Private Teaching Institutes and
Extracurricular Lessons Act in order to ban level tests used by private institutes to screen or
rank preschool students for their programs. This law will come into force six months after
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passage. Only low�pressure diagnostic checks will be allowed after a child is enrolled, and
onlywith prior parental consent, using observation�style activities intended to support
learningrather than rank children. Detailed standards for these diagnostics will be set later
byenforcement ordinances. A senior aide in the office of Rep. Kang Kyung-sook of the
minorliberal Rebuilding Korea Party, who led the legislation effort, welcomed the passage
butstressed that it represents only “half” of the lawmaker’s early-childhood agenda.

• Police to deploy maximum security for BTS comeback show amid terror concerns 
(2026-03-13 11:57)

Police said Friday that they will deploy maximum security measures for K-pop group BTS’
concert at Gwanghwamun Square on March 21, citing the possibility of a terror attack amid
intensifying tensions in the Middle East and worsening global security conditions. In a press
release, the Seoul Metropolitan Police Agency said it will mobilize all resources to counter
terrorism risks in and around the venue near City Hall in central Seoul, with over 200,000 fans
expected to crowd the area for the concert. It also pledged a tough response to hoax threats.
“If a bomb threat is reported on the day of the event, it could cause major disruptions,” the
police said. “Anyone who causes delays or wastes police resources by making bomb threats
will be subject to arrest and a full investigation until they are apprehended.” Police buses and
water-filled barricades will be placed on surrounding roads to block access to the venue as part
of the safety measures. Metal detectors will also be set up at 30 entrance points. Police asked
visitors to pack light, saying that screening procedures could cau

• Women head chefs now helm 1 in 10 Michelin-starred restaurants in Korea (2026-03-13 
05:57)

Women head chefs now lead 1 in 10 Michelin-starred restaurants in Korea, marking a symbolic
crack in the industry’s long-standing glass ceiling even as stark gender gaps persist worldwide.
The newly released Michelin Guide Seoul and Busan 2026 lists a record 46 starred restaurants,
of which five are helmed by women, or about 10.9 percent, up from three out of 40 last year.
That makes 2026 the first year, based on available data, that women have crossed the 10
percent threshold among Korea’s Michelin-starred chefs. At the global level, women remain
badly outnumbered: A 2022 analysis of 2,286 Michelin-starred restaurants in 16 countries found
only about 6 percent were led by women, with the figure still hovering between 5 and 10
percent in 2025. Michelin’s own leadership has publicly acknowledged the imbalance.
“Where are the women? Too few women are leading kitchens, despite the fact that more and
more of them are working in kitchens,” international director Gwendal Poullennec said at the
2024 French edition of the ceremony, calling it “a reality we deplore.” For every woman

• Lee's approval rating hits highest level since inauguration: poll (2026-03-13 05:57)

President Lee Jae Myung's approval rating climbed to 66 percent, marking its highest level since
he took office last June, a survey showed Friday. The survey by Gallup Korea, conducted Tuesday
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through Thursday on 1,002 respondents aged 18 and over, showed that the positive
assessmentof Lee's overall performance gained 1 percentage point from the previous week. The
negativeassessment fell 1 percentage point to 24 percent. Lee's economic policies were cited
mostfrequently as the reason for the positive evaluation at 20 percent, followed by diplomacy at
10percent.

• KDCA safety net serves tuberculosis patients turned away by hospitals (2026-03-13 05:57)

One tuberculosis patient had his infection discovered during emergency surgery after a suicide
attempt, with no guardian and a canceled resident registration. Another tuberculosis patient
could not afford 31,630 won ($21) for a hospital visit. A homeless tuberculosis patient was
refused help by his younger sister. These real cases are turned away by many hospitals. The
Korea Disease Control and Prevention Agency’s (KDCA) Tuberculosis Relief Belt Project (TRBP),
however, has stepped in. Launched in 2014, TRBP provides comprehensive support throughout
the course of tuberculosis treatment, covering medical care, caregivers, hospital transfers and
nutritional assistance. Operating through a network of 20 medical institutions, the program
serves as a safety net for socially and economically vulnerable tuberculosis patients. “The
project, now in its 13th year, is a valuable initiative for the agency because it reflects voices
from the field,” KDCA Commissioner Lim Seung-kwan said at a briefing for reporters
Wednesday.

• Medical school admission quota rises to 3,548 for 2027 academic year (2026-03-13 05:57)

The nation's medical school admission quota for the 2027 academic year has been confirmed to
be 3,548, an increase of 490 from the 2024 academic year, the education ministry said Friday.
The decision follows significant conflict between the government and the medical community
between 2024 and 2025 after the former Yoon Suk Yeol government had sharply raised the
quota by 2,000 for the 2025 academic year to 5,058. The quota was adjusted later to 4,567 for
that year before being reverted to 3,058 for the 2026 academic year. The government last
month unveiled a plan to gradually increase the quota by an annual average of 668 through
2031. The education ministry said the universities with the largest increase in medical school
enrollment next year will be Kangwon National University in the northeastern city of Chuncheon
and Chungbuk National University in the central city of Cheongju, with an increase of 39
students each. The school with the smallest increase will be CHA University in Pocheon,
northeast of Seoul, with only a net increase of 2 people, it noted, adding all 40 medical schools n

• Korea files objection to mediation over Japan-funded compensation for wartime slavery 
victims (2026-03-13 05:57)
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The government has recently filed an objection to a court mediation for a now-defunct
foundation established with Japanese funds to pay damages to a late victim of Japan's wartime
sexual slavery, officials said Friday. Officials representing the Reconciliation and Healing
Foundation submitted the objection last week against the mediation to pay 100 million won
($67,000) to the late victim's bereaved family member, surnamed Kim, according to the gender
ministry and legal sources. Kim's side had earlier won a Korean court case to receive the
amount in compensation from the Japanese government. They took further legal action for
compensation to be made using the foundation's assets, which the Seoul Central District Court
accepted. The gender ministry, which oversees the foundation, believes it does not need to pay
damages on Japan's behalf. "The foundation has no need to preserve the plaintiff's claim on
behalf of Japan," a ministry official said when asked about the objection. The Japan-funded
foundation was established in 2016 to support victims of sexual slavery during World War II
under

• Lee calls for close monitoring of gas stations as fuel price cap takes effect (2026-03-13 
05:57)

President Lee Jae Myung on Friday called for close monitoring of local gas stations to ensure
compliance with a fuel price cap, as the government implemented the price ceiling to help ease
burdens for consumers. "(The government) decided to set a ceiling on supply prices to curb
fluctuating fuel costs stemming from uncertainty in the international situation," Lee wrote on X.
Lee urged public participation to prevent potential profiteering by actively reporting cases of
violations. "Public monitoring and participation are needed to prevent some companies from
profiteering during this period of instability or taking unfair profits," he said. "If you find gas
stations violating the (oil price cap) system, please report the cases to me without delay." It
marks the first time since 1997 that Korea has enforced a price ceiling system under a provision
in the Petroleum Business Act, which allows the industry minister to set a maximum sales price
when oil prices fluctuate sharply and threaten economic stability.

• Police raid land ministry over Jeju Air crash (2026-03-13 05:57)

Police raided the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure and Transport on Friday to secure material for
its investigation into the 2024 Jeju Air plane crash that killed 179 people. A special team
handling the probe said it sent investigators to the ministry headquarters in the central
administrative city of Sejong at 8:40 a.m. to seize supplementary material. Investigators are
looking for leads on the cause of the crash at Muan International Airport on Dec. 29, 2024, and
whether the responsible agencies handled it properly, it said. Four people were listed as
suspects on the search warrant, all of whom worked for the ministry's air navigation and airport
divisions at the time of the crash. Police have so far booked 64 people in connection with the
tragedy on suspicion of occupational negligence resulting in death or injury and other charges.
The investigation has been looking as far back as the start of the airport's construction in 1999
to determine whether there were any factors that contributed to the disaster. Some of the

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• Lee vows supports for industrial sectors in AI adoption (2026-03-13 05:57)

President Lee Jae Myung said Friday the government will step up coordinated efforts to advance
artificial intelligence (AI) transformation across industrial sectors in partnership with the private
sector. Lee made the pledge in a post on social media platform X, sharing a news report that the
ministries of science and ICT, industry, and SMEs will jointly launch bids for major AI projects
aimed at developing AI solutions and applying them in factories. "(The government) will bring
together all our capabilities to swiftly push forward industrial AI transformation," Lee wrote. Lee
said the initiative is possible because his administration has lowered barriers across ministries
to promote interagency cooperation. The envisioned project is worth 432 billion won ($289.7
million) and includes programs to support smart factories, AI applications in manufacturing and
their integration, with the government set to announce the bid next week.

• Seoul mayor again delays PPP candidate registration for local elections (2026-03-12 11:57)

Seoul Mayor Oh Se-hoon said Thursday he did not register for the main opposition People
Power Party (PPP)'s candidacy for the June local elections within the extended deadline,
expressing dissatisfaction with the party leadership's lack of effort to clearly sever ties with
ousted President Yoon Suk Yeol. The fourth-term mayor did not submit his registration for the
Seoul mayoral race by the deadline set by the PPP — which had been extended from the
original cutoff on Sunday — citing concerns over PPP leader Jang Dong-hyeok's vague stance on
calls from within the party to distance itself from Yoon. The former president is currently jailed
on insurrection charges related to his failed martial law bid in December 2024. "I regret to say
that I was unable to apply for the party primary or candidacy registration ahead of the local
elections today," Oh told reporters after an event held in central Seoul. His decision comes as
the conservative party continues to struggle to regain public support amid a prolonged internal
rift triggered by Yoon's short-lived martial law declaration.

• 5 Koreans flee from Iran amid Middle East conflict (2026-03-12 11:57)

Five Korean nationals have fled from Iran amid the widening conflict in the Middle East, the
foreign ministry said Thursday, as Seoul continues to evacuate its citizens from Tehran and
other regions under attack. Four Koreans crossed into Turkmenistan via a land route a day after
leaving Tehran, the ministry said. Another Korean national is still at the border area with two
family members and they are expected to arrive in Turkmenistan on Saturday. More than 6,000
Koreans have been evacuated from 14 countries in the Middle East since March 3, with the
number of those remaining in the region standing at around 14,700, according to ministry data
provided Monday. Roughly half of some 4,100 short-term travelers have left the region in the
same period. The resumption of limited flights by the United Arab Emirates and Qatar has
paved the way for broader evacuation efforts, following diplomatic talks with Seoul. A Qatari
flight from Doha carrying 108 people, including 66 Koreans, landed in Incheon, west of Seoul,
on Thursday.

• Lee orders thorough probe into belated discovery of remains of Jeju Air crash victims 
(2026-03-12 11:57)

President Lee Jae Myung on Thursday ordered a thorough investigation into the recent
discovery of additional remains of victims of the Jeju Air plane crash in late 2024, voicing regret
over their belated recovery. Last month, authorities discovered nine pieces of remains
presumed to belong to the victims in a reexamination of the wreckage site, prompting the
victims' families to protest outside the presidential office this week to condemn the disaster
recovery process. Lee instructed a "thorough" probe to determine why the remains were not
found in the early stages of the recovery process and why they were left at the site for more
than a year, according to Lee Kyu-yeon, the presidential secretary for public relations. He also
called for "severely reprimanding" those responsible and to swiftly carry out the ongoing
investigation into the crash, the presidential aide said in a briefing. "Looking back, there were
clear shortcomings. (We) will identify those responsible and make sure that this does not
happen ever again," the aide said. The Jeju Air crash on Dec. 29, 2024, killed 179 passeng

• Incumbent Gov. Kim, six-term lawmaker Choo declare bids for Gyeonggi governor 
(2026-03-12 11:57)

Incumbent Gyeonggi Gov. Kim Dong-yeon and six-term lawmaker Choo Mi-ae of the ruling
Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) on Thursday declared their bids for the June 3 Gyeonggi
gubernatorial election. Kim, who is seeking reelection, vowed to work "on the ground" and in
line with President Lee Jae Myung's vision during a press conference in Anyang Station,
Gyeonggi Province. "My utmost priority is making the Lee Jae Myung administration a successful
one," he said, pledging to construct around 800,000 housing units and attract 200 trillion won in
investment during his term. Earlier in the day, Choo also announced her bid, vowing to make
Gyeonggi Province a province where its residents can take pride in, while promoting AI-driven
governance and youth job creation. The Gyeonggi Province governor race is shaping up as a
five-way contest with the entries of Kim and Choo, who are widely seen as front-runners in the
upcoming election. The DPK plans to hold a preliminary primary from March 21-22 to narrow
the field to three candidates before holding the final primary from April 5-7.

• Complaint filed against top court chief justice for 'legal distortion' (2026-03-12 11:57)

A complaint was filed against Supreme Court Chief Justice Cho Hee-dae Thursday alleging
distortion of legal principles in President Lee Jae Myung's election law violation case on the first
day the legislation criminalizing such conduct went into effect. Lee Byung-chul, a lawyer,
submitted the complaint against Cho and Supreme Court justice Park Young-jae, alleging
intentional distortion of the criminal procedure law when the top court overturned Lee's
acquittal by a lower court last May. The new law, which took effect earlier in the day, establishes
a new criminal offense of "legal distortion" and punishes judges or prosecutors with up to 10
years in prison if they knowingly misapply legal principles. Police confirmed the complaint,
adding that an investigation would take place in accordance with relevant procedures. The
lawyer claimed in the complaint that Cho intentionally did not apply the principle of written
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proceedings in the case with the intent to harm others' rights. The Supreme Court at the
timesent the case back to the Seoul High Court for review.

• National Assembly passes bill on $350 bil. investment in US (2026-03-12 11:57)

The National Assembly passed a special bill on Korea’s investments in the United States
Thursday, establishing a legal framework to manage $350 billion worth of investment projects
agreed upon by the two countries. Lawmakers passed the legislation after reaching a bipartisan
agreement during a plenary session. Of the 242 lawmakers participating in the session, 226
voted for it and eight opposed, with another eight abstaining. The bill was passed around three
months after the two countries signed a memorandum of understanding (MOU) on the
investment and tariff issues, and about six weeks after U.S. President Donald Trump threatened
to raise tariffs on Korean goods from 15 percent to 25 percent, citing "delays" in the legislation
process. President Lee Jae Myung welcomed the passage of the bill. “The bill’s passage is a
meaningful example showing that there are no partisan divides when it comes to national
priorities,” he wrote in a post on X. “It establishes the legal and institutional foundation
needed to implement the Korea-U.S. tariff agreement.”

• [EXPLAINER] New law lets president pick 22 of 26 Supreme Court justices by 2030 
(2026-03-12 11:57)

Korea’s judiciary has experienced its biggest upheaval in nearly four decades as a trio of
judicial reform laws took effect Thursday, expanding the Supreme Court, creating a new
constitutional appeals channel and criminalizing “distortion” of the law by judges and
prosecutors. One of the key components of the reform is a revision of the Court Organization
Act, which will boost the number of Supreme Court justices from the current 14 to 26 by 2030.
This change would give President Lee Jae Myung sweeping influence over its future
composition: By the end of his term in June 2030, he is expected to appoint 22 of the 26
justices. Beginning in March 2028, the court will add four new justices a year for three
consecutive years, gradually building up to 26 seats while Lee fills each new vacancy as it opens.
The government and the ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) say the expansion is necessary
to cope with a growing caseload, given that each justice currently handles an average of 3,478
cases a year. With more justices available, they argue, the Supreme Court can share the

• Itaewon tragedy hearing turns emotional as survivor recounts horror, police trade blame 
(2026-03-12 11:57)

The long-awaited public inquiry in the 2022 Itaewon crowd crush opened Thursday with tearful
testimony from survivors and heated exchanges between police officials accused of
mishandling emergency calls on the night of the disaster. The hearing came more than three
years after the 2022 tragedy, following prolonged political gridlock, disputes over accountability
and repeated delays in forming an independent investigative body. The National Commission
for the Investigation of the Oct. 29 Itaewon Disaster, the special fact-finding group investigating
the tragedy, began the first of two days of hearings in central Seoul. The session drew bereaved
families and witnesses whose testimonies shed new light on a chain of failures preceding the
crowd surge, resulting in the deaths of 159 people during Halloween celebrations. Tears filled
the hall as Min Seung-ho, a survivor of the events, recounted the moments before the crowd
crush in a narrow alley in Itaewon turned fatal. “From 10 to 11 p.m., there were at least three
big pushes,” Min recalled. “No one was intentionally shoving, but peopl

• Supreme Court finalizes loss of seat for ruling party lawmaker over fraud (2026-03-12 
11:57)

The Supreme Court on Thursday finalized a ruling stripping Rep. Yang Moon-seok of his
parliamentary seat after convicting him of fraud. Yang of the ruling Democratic Party of Korea
had been sentenced by a lower court to 18 months in prison, suspended for three years, for
taking out a fraudulent loan in 2021. The top court upheld the ruling. By law, members of the
National Assembly are stripped of their seats if a criminal punishment of at least a prison term,
including suspended ones, is finalized. The Supreme Court's decision came on the same day a
revised law took effect, allowing petitions to be filed with the Constitutional Court to review
finalized rulings. Yang wrote on Facebook after the ruling that if it appears to have "overlooked
the basic rights" of his family, he will consult his lawyers and "receive the judgment of the
Constitutional Court."

• Ruling party, gov't agree to provide energy vouchers to vulnerable households amid 
Middle East crisis (2026-03-12 05:57)

The ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) and government officials on Thursday agreed to
provide energy vouchers to help vulnerable groups cope with rising prices amid an intensifying
war in the Middle East. During a meeting of DPK lawmakers and energy ministry officials at the
National Assembly, the ruling party urged the government to ensure that energy costs do not
place additional strain on low-income households, Rep. Kim Ju-young told reporters. "The DPK
asked that the government maintain a thorough emergency response posture to prevent public
inconvenience caused by disruptions in the supply of electricity, while also calling for support in
public welfare so that the rising energy costs do not further burden vulnerable households," he
said. The government said it would launch an emergency response team, and work with
state-run energy companies and private power generators to maintain a stable supply.

• Record number of new PhD holders face low-wage trap in Korea (2026-03-12 05:57)

The number of new doctorate holders in Korea hit a record high of nearly 20,000 last year, but
an increasing percentage of these highly educated professionals are taking low-wage jobs in a
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labor market structurally incapable of absorbing them. According to data released Tuesday
bythe Korea Education Statistics Service under the Korean Educational Development
Institute,19,831 individuals earned a Ph.D. from domestic graduate schools in 2025. This marks
a51.6-percent surge compared to 2015, the highest since the institute began tracking data
in1999. When records began in 1999, the country produced just 5,586 new doctorates
annually.That number steadily increased, surpassing the 10,000-mark in 2010 before nearly
doublingagain over the following 15 years. Women largely drove the surge, accounting for a
record-high43.5 percent of all new Ph.D. recipients last year with 8,629 graduates. In 1999, only
1,144women earned a doctorate, representing 20.5 percent of the total. The latest figure
reflects a7.5-fold increase over the past 26 years. Despite holding advanced degrees, a growing

• Musical actor Nam Kyung-joo referred to prosecutors over sex crime allegations 
(2026-03-12 05:57)

Veteran musical theater actor Nam Kyung-joo is facing charges of sexual assault after police
referred his case to prosecutors. The Seoul Bangbae Police Station announced Wednesday that
it referred Nam to the Seoul Central District Prosecutors' Office last month while he remains
free pending trial. He is accused of sexually assaulting a woman late last year in Seocho-gu,
southern Seoul. The victim directly reported the incident to the police via the 112 emergency
hotline. Nam has denied the charges. Following the allegations, Nam deleted his social media
accounts and severed ties with his agency. Nam debuted as a musical actor in the 1980s and
has remained a highly influential presence in the Korean musical theater industry. He has
starred in major productions including "Guys and Dolls" and "Chicago" and was routinely cast in
lead roles until October last year.

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• Nearly 4,000 vehicles shipped from Korea to Russia over 3 yrs despite sanctions: customs 
agency (2026-03-12 05:57)

Nearly 4,000 vehicles worth a combined 179.6 billion won ($121.2 million), mostly luxury
models, were illegally exported to Russia from Korea over the past three years despite
automotive sanctions, authorities here said Wednesday. A total of 3,705 cars were mostly falsely
declared as being destined for countries neighboring Russia, including Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan, but were ultimately transported to Russia between 2023 and 2025, in violation of
export controls imposed after the Russian invasion of Ukraine, the Korea Customs Service (KCS)
said. Korea has banned exports of vehicles with engine displacements of 2,000cc or more, as
well as luxury cars valued above $50,000, to Russia and Belarus, in line with similar sanctions
imposed by major economies, such as the European Union and the United States. "As a
responsible member of the international community, we plan to thoroughly investigate illegal
exports that violate export controls and eradicate such practices to enhance national credibility
and export competitiveness," said Lee Myeong-gu, a KCS chief, in a press release. The agency a

• Judicial reform laws take effect allowing constitutional appeals of court rulings, 
punishment for 'legal distortion' (2026-03-12 05:57)

A set of judicial reform laws were officially proclaimed Thursday, allowing constitutional appeals
of Supreme Court rulings, punishment for judges who intentionally distort legal principles and
an expansion of the top court. The reforms marked the first major overhaul of the current
judiciary system since a constitutional amendment in 1987. The National Assembly, controlled
by the ruling Democratic Party, passed the bills last month in a push for judiciary reform
despite strong objections from the main opposition People Power Party and the judiciary, which
argued they could undermine its independence. The laws on constitutional appeals and
punishment for the offense of "legal distortion" will take effect immediately, while the increase
to the number of Supreme Court justices will gradually take place starting 2028. Under the
amended Constitutional Court Act, individuals can now file constitutional complaints against
finalized rulings if they are deemed to be against Constitutional Court decisions, have not
followed due process or infringed fundamental rights with clear constitutional vio

• National Assembly set to vote on bill on U.S. investment pledges (2026-03-11 23:57)

The National Assembly is set to hold a plenary session Thursday to vote on a special bill on
South Korea's $350 billion investment pledge to the United States under a trade deal between
the two nations after rival parties reached a bipartisan agreement earlier this week. On
Wednesday, the ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) and the main opposition People Power
Party (PPP) approved the bill during a meeting of the parliamentary legislation and judiciary
committee. Under the bill, a new state-run corporation specialized in implementing the
investment package will be set up with a paid-in capital of 2 trillion won ($1.36 billion), fully
financed by the South Korean government. The corporation will consist of a total workforce of
50 employees, and three members on the board of directors will be required to have at least 10

• Chonnam Nat'l University microfluidics study features on cover of leading journal 
(2026-03-11 23:57)

A research team at Chonnam National University has drawn international attention after its
microfluidics study was featured as the cover paper of the 25th anniversary issue of a leading
scientific journal. According to the university Wednesday, the team led by Park Jin-soo, a
professor in the university’s School of Mechanical Engineering, conducted the international
joint research with scientists from Germany’s Technische Universitat Ilmenau. The study
appeared on the cover of Lab on a Chip, an international journal published by the U.K.-based
Royal Society of Chemistry. Building on years of research in microfluidics, which examines how
fluids behave at microscopic scales, Park’s team investigated how biological particles such as
cells, bacteria and microalgae move and interact in fluid environments. Many earlier studies
treated biological particles as perfectly spherical when conducting theoretical or computational
analyses. Yet such assumptions often failed to align with results observed in experiments and
clinical settings.

• S. Korea to release 22.46 mil. barrels from oil reserves under IEA plan (2026-03-11 17:57)

South Korea plans to release 22.46 million barrels of oil from its strategic reserves in line with
an agreement among International Energy Agency (IEA) members to make 400 million barrels
of oil from their reserves available to the market, Seoul's industry ministry has said. The
ministry announced the plan for the release on Wednesday, shortly after the 32-member IEA
unanimously agreed to carry out the agency's largest-ever oil stock release in a collective action
to help address disruptions in oil markets that stem from the ongoing war between the United
States, Israel and Iran. The contribution of each country in the collective endeavor was
calculated in proportion to its share of the member countries' total oil consumption. South
Korea's planned release accounts for 5.6 percent of the total 400 million barrels to be released. "
(South Korea) assesses that close cooperation with the IEA this time will contribute greatly to
stabilizing the international oil market," an industry ministry official said. "Going forward, we
plan to minimize the impact on the people's economy and prices by cl

• Cheong Wa Dae denies report on reviving open-to-all bar exam (2026-03-11 17:57)

The presidential office denied a news report Wednesday that the government is reviewing a
plan to partially revive the open-to-all state-run bar exam, abolished in 2017, to license lawyers
outside the law school system. Kang Yu-jung, a presidential spokesperson, made the remarks in
a press notice after a local newspaper reported that the government is reviewing a plan to
reinstate the bar exam to select 50 to 150 lawyers each year outside the law school system. The
report said the plan will be reported to President Lee Jae Myung after a final assessment.
Currently, the bar exam is limited to those who have studied law for three years at law schools.
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The previous one, which allowed non-law majors to take the exam, was abolished in 2017
withthe introduction of law schools. The new system was intended to nurture judicial
professionalsfrom various backgrounds, but it has faced criticism that only those from wealthy
families canafford law school.

• Gov't reviews crowd safety measures for BTS concert (2026-03-11 11:57)

The government has mapped out crowd safety measures for K-pop supergroup BTS' upcoming
Seoul concert, the interior ministry said Wednesday, as a huge crowd is expected to gather at
Gwanghwamun Square, the concert venue. The ministry said Minister Yun Ho-jung presided
over a meeting of safety-related public institutions to review the duties of each organization in
implementing crowd safety measures for the BTS concert slated for March 21. The concert is
expected to attract a large crowd, including 22,000 domestic and international ticket holders.
The government plans to preemptively issue a "caution" level warning for crowd disaster to
prevent accidents caused by overcrowding, the ministry noted, adding the warning will be in
effect for the central Seoul wards of Jongno and Jung during the concert day.

• Is Middle East crisis casting shadow over annual S. Korea-US military drills? (2026-03-11 
11:57)

A notable absence by the top U.S. military official in Korea at a command bunker during the
start of this week’s Freedom Shield joint exercises has fueled speculation about shifting
priorities within the alliance.

• Foreign residents should be included in state cash handouts, human rights watchdog says 
(2026-03-11 11:57)
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The state human rights watchdog said Wednesday that the government should consider
expanding eligibility for state relief funds to be more inclusive of foreign residents, citing
concerns about discrimination. The National Human Rights Commission of Korea (NHRCK) said
it had conveyed its opinion to the Ministry of the Interior and Safety and other relevant
agencies, urging them to gradually broaden the scope of foreign nationals eligible for
government support programs aimed at aiding households coping with economic hardship. The
issue was raised in a complaint filed July last year by migrant worker groups, which argued that
the government's voucher-based cash assistance program treated foreign residents unequally
depending on their visa status and household composition. Last year's cash handouts were part
of the government's emergency response to sluggish domestic spending. Under the scheme, all
citizens and some foreign residents were eligible to receive 150,000 won ($100), with additional
benefits for low-income households.

• 80,000 subcontracted workers seek bargaining rights on 1st day of ‘yellow envelope 
law’ (2026-03-11 11:57)

The first day after Korea’s revised Trade Union Act — the so-called “yellow envelope law” —
took effect saw more than 80,000 subcontracted workers at 221 parent companies and public
institutions seek bargaining with what they consider their primary employers. Officials at the
Ministry of Employment and Labor told reporters Wednesday that, as of 8 p.m. the previous
day, a total of 407 subcontractor unions and branches, representing about 81,600 workers, had
filed bargaining requests with 143 private firms and 78 public entities.

• THAAD redeployment sparks fears of high-altitude defense gap in South Korea 
(2026-03-11 11:57)

The reported redeployment of parts of the United States’ Terminal High Altitude Area Defense
(THAAD) system from South Korea to the Middle East has raised questions about whether the
move could affect missile defense readiness on the Korean Peninsula. Although experts say the
move is unlikely to create a significant gap in South Korea’s defenses, it reflects the growing
flexibility in how U.S. military assets stationed here are used. The Washington Post reported
Tuesday that the Pentagon was moving parts of a THAAD system from South Korea to the
Middle East, citing two U.S. officials.

• Ex-JCS chief banned from leaving country over alleged martial law role (2026-03-11 11:57)

A retired admiral who served as the country's highest-ranking military officer has been banned
from leaving the country over his alleged role in former President Yoon Suk Yeol's failed martial
law bid, a special counsel team said Wednesday. Retired Adm. Kim Myung-soo, former
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS), and other former JCS officials have been booked and
slapped with exit bans over their involvement in the short-lived imposition of martial law in
December 2024, according to the team. "(We) have booked JCS officials at the time on charges
of playing key roles in an insurrection and have imposed exit bans," assistant special counsel
Kim Ji-mi said in a briefing. "There are plans to conduct witness questioning in connection to the
officials soon." The other booked officials include Jeong Jin-pal, former JCS vice chairman, and
Kang Dong-gil, who headed the JCS' directorate of military support at the time. They are accused
of participating in an insurrection by forming the martial law command as they watched troops
enter the National Assembly compound on the night of Yoon's de

• Korea's truth commission to open new bureau for overseas adoption cases (2026-03-11 
11:57)

Korea’s truth-seeking commission plans to establish a dedicated bureau to investigate alleged
human rights abuses linked to the country’s overseas adoption program and residential
facilities, its chair said Wednesday, as complaints from adoptees continue to mount. Song
Sang-kyo, chairperson of the newly launched third Truth and Reconciliation Commission (TRC),
said the body will also step up efforts to help people living abroad submit complaints through
Korean diplomatic missions.

Multinational forces from member states of the U.N. Command (UNC) have participated in an
annual springtime military exercise between Seoul and Washington as augmentees, according
to the U.S. Indo-Pacific Command on Wednesday.

President Lee Jae Myung on Wednesday congratulated para-athlete Kim Yun-ji on winning her
second medal at the 2026 Milan-Cortina Winter Paralympics in Italy, calling her a "multiplayer
on the snowfield." Lee wrote the message on his Facebook account after Kim clinched a silver
medal in the women's cross-country skiing event at the Winter Paralympics on Tuesday (local
time) after she won the women's individual sitting title in the 12.5-kilometer biathlon Sunday. "
Following the precision she displayed in the biathlon, Kim also excelled in cross-country skiing,
powering across the snow with explosive strength and emerging as a true 'multi-player on the
snowfield,'" Lee wrote.

• Gov't to provide free sanitary pads in public facilities (2026-03-11 05:57)

The Ministry of Gender Equality and Family will launch a pilot project to place sanitary pads in

• Aging baseball stadium in Jamsil to be replaced with 30,000-seat dome by 2032 
(2026-03-11 05:57)

The Seoul city government said Wednesday it plans to replace its decades-old baseball stadium 
in the southeastern district of Jamsil with a 30,000-seat dome arena by 2032 in a major 
redevelopment plan. The 25,000-seat Jamsil Baseball Stadium, home to the Doosan Bears and 
LG Twins of the Korea Baseball Organization, will close for the construction of the new stadium, 
which is planned to be the largest of its kind in the country, according to the city government. 
The construction will take place as part of a 3.3 trillion-won ($2.25 billion) project to redevelop 
the Seoul Sports Complex site — built for the 1986 Asian Games and 1988 Summer Olympics, 
and home to the baseball stadium. The city said it recently wrapped up negotiations over the 
project with its preferred bidder, a consortium led by Hanwha Corporation E&C Division, after 
160 rounds of talks over four years. The project, which will be entirely funded by the private 
sector, includes plans to build an exhibition center, a five-star hotel and other commercial 
facilities at the 350,000-square-meter site.

• Deterrence posture against N. Korea won't be hindered regardless of potential shift of 
USFK's assets (2026-03-11 05:57)

The deterrence posture against North Korea will not be hindered regardless of a potential shift
of military assets owned by the U.S. military stationed in South Korea, a senior official at Cheong
Wa Dae said Wednesday, amid media reports that the U.S. Forces Korea (USFK) has shipped out
some of its air defense assets from the Korean Peninsula.

• Appeal trial begins for ex-PM Han over insurrection charges (2026-03-11 05:57)
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An appellate trial for former Prime Minister Han Duck-soo began Wednesday on charges that he
played a key role in an insurrection by abetting former President Yoon Suk Yeol's 2024
imposition of martial law. The first hearing opened at the Seoul High Court after both Han and
special counsel Cho Eun-suk's team appealed a 23-year prison sentence handed down by a
district court in January. Han was found guilty of taking part in an insurrection by proposing that
Yoon convene a Cabinet meeting before declaring martial law on Dec. 3, 2024. He was also
convicted of signing a revised proclamation after the decree was lifted six hours later, in a bid to
give it a veneer of legitimacy, and separately lying under oath at the Constitutional Court. With
the ruling, the former prime minister was placed in custody at the same detention center in
Uiwang, south of Seoul, where Yoon has been held since last July.

• Investigators again raid Shincheonji sect over alleged collusion with politics (2026-03-11 
05:57)

A joint prosecution-police team investigating suspected collusion between politics and religion
again raided the Shincheonji Church of Jesus, a nonmainstream religious sect, on Wednesday as
part of a probe into its alleged ties to the main opposition People Power Party (PPP).
Prosecutors and investigators from the team searched Shincheonji's headquarters in
Gwacheon, just south of Seoul, in the morning to seize additional data related to suspicions of
church members' collective affiliation with the PPP years ago. They already searched the
Gwacheon headquarters and the residence of the church's founder, Lee Man-hee, in January.
Lee and others are suspected of forcing church followers to join the PPP with the aim of
influencing the results of the party's presidential primary in 2021 and the party's candidate
nominations for the 2024 general elections.

• Police refer lawmaker, ex-councilor at center of bribery scandal to prosecution 
(2026-03-11 05:57)

Police on Wednesday referred an independent lawmaker and a former Seoul city councilor to
the prosecution following their arrest last week over bribery allegations linked to the 2022 local
elections. Rep. Kang Sun-woo, formerly of the ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK), and Kim
Kyung were sent to the prosecution on charges of violating political funds and anti-graft laws
and others, according to the public crimes division of the Seoul Metropolitan Police Agency. Kim
is accused of giving Kang a shopping bag containing 100 million won ($67,800) in cash in
January 2022 ahead of the elections in June that year, allegedly in exchange for a DPK
nomination for a councilor seat in the capital. The lawmaker served on the party's candidate
nomination committee for the capital at the time. Kim ultimately received the nomination and
won the election. Kang has claimed that she did not know the shopping bag contained cash,
adding that she returned the money after later discovering it. Police believe Kang had met Kim
with advance knowledge of the cash and spent it on a rental deposit.

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• Calls grow to stop zoos from letting visitors touch animals in defiance of ban (2026-03-11 
05:57)

Calls are growing to end direct contact animal experiences at zoos across Korea, as new findings
show many facilities continue to defy a legal ban on riding, touching and feeding animals more
than two years after it took effect. Animal welfare advocates and lawmakers said the gap
between the law and practice is exposing animals to chronic stress and sending the wrong
message to children about wildlife. At a National Assembly forum Monday, Animal Welfare
Research Institute AWARE and the Animal Welfare Parliamentary Forum presented findings
from an eight-month survey of 21 registered or licensed zoos and nine unlicensed facilities
across the country. The study reviewed compliance with the revised Act on the Management of
Zoos and Aquariums, which since late 2023 has prohibited zoos from allowing visitors to climb
on, touch or feed animals for entertainment purposes. Despite the legal shift, 20 out of 21
surveyed zoos were still selling feed for animal encounters, and 15 imposed no limits on
purchase frequency or feeding volume. In 18 facilities, visitors could touch animals at any time
wi

• Top general visits key Marine, Navy units to inspect Korea-US drills (2026-03-10 11:57)

Korea's top general on Tuesday visited key Marine Corps and Navy units to inspect their
participation in an ongoing major exercise with U.S. troops, his office said. Joint Chiefs of Staff
(JCS) Chairman Gen. Jin Yong-sung visited the Combined Marine Component Command and the
Northwest Islands Defense Command and urged troops to verify wartime plans during the
Freedom Shield exercise as Korea seeks to take back wartime operational control (OPCON) from
the United States, according to the JCS. Jin also visited the Navy's 2nd Fleet headquartered in
Pyeongtaek, about 60 kilometers south of Seoul, where he said the joint exercise serves as an
opportunity for the allies to prove their capabilities, the JCS said. The allies' annual springtime
exercise began its 11-day run on Monday, with this year's edition focusing on assessing
conditions to achieve the transfer of wartime operational control from Washington to Seoul.
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Korea has been seeking a "conditions-based" transfer of wartime OPCON from the U.S.
withinPresident Lee Jae Myung's five-year term that ends in 2030.

• Over half of skilled visa holders earn more than $2,000 per month (2026-03-10 11:57)

More than half of foreign workers on so-called “professional” visas in Korea — holders of E-1
to E-7 work permits — now earn over 3 million won ($2,000) a month, according to new data
released Tuesday. A survey published by the Ministry of Data and Statistics shows that among
professional workers — including professors (E�1), foreign language teachers (E�2),
researchers (E�3), tech experts (E-4), licensed professionals (E�5), artists and performers
(E�6) and specific�activity workers (E�7) — more than half reported a monthly income of at
least 3 million won. Across all skilled foreign employees in the country, 50.2 percent earned
between 2 million and 3 million won a month, while 36.9 percent took home more than 3
million won. However, among “non-professional” workers such as E-9 visa holders, 68.9
percent were concentrated in the 2 million to under 3 million won range. The survey also
examined working hours. Among foreign workers overall, 58.1 percent said they worked
between 40 and 50 hours per week. Another 17.8 percent worked between 50 and 60 hours, and

• Last remaining Dokdo resident dies at 88 (2026-03-10 11:57)

The last remaining resident of South Korea's easternmost islets of Dokdo has died, leaving the
outcroppings without a registered dweller, officials said Tuesday. Kim Shin-yeol, who along with
her husband, Kim Sung-do, had lived on Dokdo since the late 1960s, died March 2 at age 88,
according to the Ulleung county government. Her husband died earlier in October 2018 at the
age of 79. The couple made a living from fishing and became symbols of South Korea's control
of the islets, which Japan has consistently laid claim to. During elections, they voted by absentee
ballot. Kim Shin-yeol had largely been away from Dokdo since a typhoon damaged her house in
2020. As her health deteriorated, she mostly stayed with her daughter until her death. Officers
of the Dokdo Security Police and county employees have been stationed on the islets but none
are registered residents. A county official said the local government will not take immediate
steps to fill the vacuum out of respect for the bereaved family but will consult with the North

President Lee Jae Myung on Tuesday urged large corporations and small and medium
enterprises (SMEs) to work more closely together to sustain the Korean economy and deliver
broader growth, describing such collaboration as a “smart survival strategy” for businesses.

The government will establish the presidential "Committee of Light" to honor the dedication
and spirit of people who contributed to protecting the Constitution and democracy during the
Dec. 3, 2024, martial law, the interior ministry said Tuesday. The Cabinet meeting approved a
bill earlier in the day on the establishment and operation of the Committee of Light, the
ministry said. It will consist of no more than 35 members, including experts in the fields of the
Constitution and democracy. The panel will establish basic directions for the spread of
Korean-style citizen participation democracy, and issue and award the "certificate of light" to
people who contributed to the protection of democracy during the martial law imposition. The
government plans to establish the criteria on the issuance of the certificate after deliberation by
the committee. The committee will also pursue projects to inherit the spirit of democracy, such
as collecting opinions on whether to designate a national commemorative day related to the "
revolution of light," which refers to the citizen-led pro-democracy move

• Concrete mound at Muan airport built to save construction costs: audit (2026-03-10 11:57)

A concrete mound blamed for the deadly 2024 plane crash at Muan International Airport was
found to have been built in order to save construction costs, the state auditor said Tuesday. The
mound was raised near the end of the runway at the airport some 290 kilometers south of
Seoul to support a localizer, which sends signals to help aircraft find the middle of the runway.
On Dec. 29, 2024, a Jeju Air jet from Bangkok crashed into the structure after making a belly
landing, killing 179 passengers and crew members on board. According to the Board of Audit
and Inspection (BAI), which inspected aviation safety measures and related maintenance,
personnel and control, the terrain on which the runway and the adjacent Runway End Safety
Area were built was sloping. In order to save construction costs from reshaping the terrain, a
concrete mound was built to raise the localizer above the runway, the BAI said. The auditor also
found that the Korea Airports (KAC) demanded a review of the mound's construction in 2007
after it was approved by the land ministry in 2003 without a vulnerability assessment.

• US moving parts of THAAD anti-missile system from S. Korea to Middle East: report 
(2026-03-10 11:57)

The United States has been moving parts of its Terminal High Altitude Area Defense (THAAD)
anti-missile system from South Korea to the Middle East, the Washington Post reported, citing
two officials. The reported movement of parts of a THAAD missile defense system comes amid
media reports that the U.S. military stationed in South Korea has shipped out some of its
military assets amid an intensifying war in the Middle East. "The Pentagon is moving parts of a
Terminal High Altitude Area Defense (THAAD) system from South Korea to the Middle East," the
report said. The THAAD batteries, which smash enemy missiles during their final phase of flight,
have been deployed in South Korea to better cope with North Korea's missile threats. Earlier in
the day, President Lee Jae Myung told a Cabinet meeting that a potential relocation of military
assets owned by U.S. Forces Korea will not affect the deterrence posture against North Korea.

• PPP’s break with Yoon sparks conservative rift ahead of local elections (2026-03-10 11:57)
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The main opposition People Power Party’s (PPP) decision to formally distance itself from
former President Yoon Suk Yeol is exposing deep divisions within Korea’s conservative bloc as
the country approaches the June 3 local elections. The party adopted a resolution Monday
rejecting calls for Yoon’s political comeback, marking its clearest attempt yet to separate itself
from the so-called “Yoon Again” movement that has gained traction among some
conservative supporters following the former president’s conviction over his Dec. 3, 2024,
martial law declaration. Political observers say the move reflects growing concerns within the
party about its electoral prospects, particularly in the Seoul metropolitan area, where public
sentiment toward conservatives has deteriorated sharply.

• Busan launches infectious disease testing service for foreign residents (2026-03-10 11:57)

Busan is rolling out an infectious disease testing program for foreign residents through a pilot
program set to launch this month, bringing preventive on-site testing to centers serving foreign
residents across the city. The Sunday infectious disease testing services reflect a broader push
by the southeastern port city to expand health care access for foreign residents who face
language barriers and struggle to find time on weekdays, as the city’s foreign population rises.
Busan Metropolitan City said Tuesday the program will offer foreign residents testing for
diseases including Hansen’s disease, tuberculosis, HIV/AIDS, sexually transmitted infections,
parasitic infections and hepatitis B and C. It aims to detect infections early and provide
follow-up care for those who test positive. “While the city’s Korean population declines, the
number of foreign residents in Busan continues to rise,” an official at Busan’s infectious
disease control division told The Korea Times, emphasizing the rising importance of early

The Korean government has expressed its opposition to the transfer of some U.S. Forces Korea

According to legal sources on Monday, the Seoul Administrative Court ruled against the
36-year-old plaintiff surnamed Lee in a lawsuit filed against the foreign minister to overturn the
government’s refusal to change the spelling of his passport surname from “Lee” to “Yi.”
Lee filed a suit after his request to change the Romanized spelling of his surname on his
passport was rejected. He argued that he had long used the spelling “Yi” since childhood,
including in financial transactions, English ability tests and company ID cards, and that his
passport spelling should reflect the same spelling. The plaintiff also claimed that when he
applied for the passport, he spelled his surname “Yi,” but a government official changed it to
“Lee” before issuing the document. He said he requested his name to be spelled “Yi” when

• DPK, gov't mull buying over 6 mln barrels of crude oil from foreign refiners in S. Korea 
(2026-03-10 05:57)

The ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK) and the government are considering exercising
priority purchase rights to secure over 6 million barrels of crude oil from foreign refiners stored
in South Korea, officials said Tuesday, amid the widening conflict in the Middle East. DPK
lawmakers and government officials reviewed the plan during an inaugural meeting of a task
force launched earlier in the day to assess the economic impact from heightened tensions in
the region and discuss response measures. "South Korea can exercise priority purchase rights
over crude oil jointly stockpiled by foreign companies in the country at market prices," Rep. Oh
Gi-hyoung said during a briefing. The plan will allow Seoul to secure 6.86 million barrels of
crude oil owned by foreign refiners that are stored at domestic facilities. The officials also
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discussed ways to diversify imports of crude oil and liquefied natural gas to regions beyond
theMiddle East, while exploring ways to supply crude oil via alternative routes without
passingthrough the Strait of Hormuz, which has effectively been shut down due t

• Ex-President Yoon refuses to attend hearing on 2022 Itaewon disaster (2026-03-10 05:57)

Former President Yoon Suk Yeol on Tuesday refused to meet with representatives of a special
investigation committee on the 2022 crowd crush who visited the Seoul Detention Center to
persuade him to attend a hearing. The National Commission for the Investigation of the
October 29 Itaewon Disaster is scheduled to hold the hearing Thursday and Friday to uncover
the truth behind the crowd accident that killed 159 people in the central Seoul district in
October 2022, when Yoon was serving as president.

• S. Korea providing supplies to its stranded vessel in Strait of Hormuz: official (2026-03-10 
05:57)

South Korea is in the process of providing supplies to one of its ships stranded in the Strait of
Hormuz amid the conflict in the Middle East, a foreign ministry official said Tuesday. The vessel
is among some 20 ships stranded in the key waterway where roughly 20 percent of global oil
and gas pass through. The shipping channel has effectively been shut down as the war between
U.S.-Israeli forces and Iran intensified.

• Number of foreign residents in Korea nears 1.7 mil. in 2025 (2026-03-10 05:57)

The number of foreign nationals residing in Korea approached 1.7 million as of May last year,
government data showed Tuesday.

A murder conviction in a case involving an infant who died immediately after birth during what
is called a late-term abortion procedure has cast fresh light on the legal void surrounding
abortion in Korea. This comes nearly seven years after the Constitutional Court of Korea struck
down the country’s ban, as the issue remains unresolved amid a prolonged political
stalemate. Last week, the Seoul Central District Court sentenced the director of an obstetrics
clinic in Incheon, identified by the surname Yoon, to six years in prison for murder in a case
widely referred to as the “36-week abortion case,” along with a fine of 1.5 million won
($1,000). Judges also ordered the forfeiture of 1.15 billion won in proceeds that prosecutors said
the director had earned over the years by performing illegal abortions on hundreds of patients.
The operating surgeon, identified only by his surname Shim, was sentenced to four years in
prison, while the mother, surnamed Kwon, received a three�year sentence suspended for five
years after the court found her guilty as an accomplice to murder. The jud

• PPP adopts resolution opposing ex-President Yoon's political comeback (2026-03-09 11:57)

The main opposition People Power Party on Monday apologized for the 2024 martial law
declaration by then President Yoon Suk Yeol and pledged to sever ties with him amid an
ongoing internal feud ahead of the June 3 local elections. The announcement came in a
resolution issued in the name of all party lawmakers, as the party grapples with falling public
support after Yoon's martial law attempt and internal divisions over its political direction and
ties with the former president. Some party members have called for a clear break from Yoon,
while others back the so-called Yoon Again movement. "We once again sincerely apologize to
the public for the great confusion and disappointment caused by the wrongful declaration of
the Dec. 3 martial law," the resolution read. "We clearly oppose any calls for Yoon's political
comeback." The resolution was read by floor leader Rep. Song Eon-seog, while all lawmakers
attending the meeting, including party leader Jang Dong-hyeok, stood in support.

• Top presidential aide voices hope 'yellow envelope act' to promote labor-management 
dialogue (2026-03-09 11:57)

President Lee Jae Myung's chief of staff said Monday the revised labor law aimed at broadening
workers' bargaining rights should serve as a starting point for promoting dialogue and
co-prosperity between labor and management. Kang Hoon-sik made the remark during a
meeting with senior presidential aides on the eve of the implementation of the so-called yellow
envelope act, which is designed to guarantee bargaining rights for indirectly employed and
subcontracted workers and prohibit companies from filing damage claims against unionized
workers. "The act should become a new starting point for co-prosperity between workers and
management," Kang said. The pro-labor bill will take effect after passing on a third attempt,
following two vetoes by former President Yoon Suk Yeol, who argued it would make it difficult
for companies to hold unions accountable for illegal strikes and could hamper business
activities. "It will serve as an important turning point that removes the shackles of retaliatory
damage claims threatening workers' right to live and opens the door to dialogue," Kang said.

The U.S. Army based in South Korea began taking part in an annual springtime military exercise
with the ally's forces Monday with a focus on enhancing readiness and modernizing the South
Korea-U.S. alliance, the Eighth Army said. The U.S. Eighth Army has joined the Freedom Shield
(FS) exercise, which kicked off earlier in the day and will run until March 19, as the ground
component for U.S. Forces Korea (USFK) and the Combined Forces Command, according to U.S.

• Industry ministry to form team to manage envisioned US investment projects under trade 
deal (2026-03-09 11:57)

The industry ministry said Monday it will create a team dedicated to managing South Korea's
investment projects in the United States as part of a trade deal between the two countries,
vowing to develop projects that benefit Korean companies. The Ministry of Trade, Industry and
Resources unveiled the plan in a policy briefing to the National Assembly as the rival parties
have agreed to pass a special bill to support Seoul's investment in U.S. through the parliament
this week. The bill was designed to support the implementation of Seoul's $350 billion
investment pledge to the U.S. made under its trade deal with Washington finalized late last year
in return for tariff cuts. The envisioned investment will comprise $150 billion for shipbuilding
cooperation and $200 billion for projects in strategic sectors. The ministry said the team will be
in charge of identifying potential investment projects with "commercial rationality," where the
participation of Korean companies and investment recovery is assured. For example, for

• Police crack down on software-enabled scalping ahead of BTS concert (2026-03-09 11:57)

Police have opened an investigation into the alleged use of automated “macro” programs
and ticket scams ahead of BTS’s comeback concert at Gwanghwamun Square on March 21.
The city-sponsored performance, which is expected to attract more than 200,000 fans from
across Korea and overseas, requires advance reservations to secure seats, resulting in a surge in
black market trading and fraud cases. Speaking to reporters Monday, Park Jeong-bo, chief of the
Seoul Metropolitan Police Agency, said officers are currently investigating three criminal cases
tied to ticket sales for the event, after ticketing operator Nol Universe filed a complaint over
suspected “macro�driven” bulk purchases. Macros are automated scripts that refresh pages
and enter login and payment details at high speed, allowing users to snap up tickets far faster
than ordinary buyers. Using macros or other tools to hoard tickets for resale at higher prices is
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illegal in Korea. Park urged fans not to trust brokers who claim they can secure tickets
usingmacros or offer “proxy ticketing” services. He warned that tho

• Mount Gwanak becomes Seoul's new viral spring hiking spot (2026-03-09 11:57)

Mount Gwanak, a granite peak that forms the southern ridgeline of Seoul, has quietly watched
over the city for centuries. This spring, it is transforming into something else entirely: a viral
“energy hotspot” where hikers line up for over an hour at the summit marker, hoping to soak
up good fortune along with the skyline views. On recent weekends, the narrow path to
Yeonjudae, the clifftop hermitage near the 632-meter summit, has turned into a human queue
that can stretch more than 100 meters.

The bereaved families of the victims of the Jeju Air plane crash in late 2024 on Monday
protested the recent discovery of additional remains and belongings of the victims in the
wreckage. They held a news conference in front of Cheong Wa Dae, the presidential office and
residential compound in central Seoul, to condemn the "sloppy" disaster recovery process and
demand an investigation into the truth and punishment for those responsible. A Jeju Air jet
from Bangkok erupted into flames on Dec. 29, 2024, after crashing into the localizer's concrete
mound when it made an emergency belly landing at Muan International Airport, about 290
kilometers south of Seoul, claiming the lives of 179 passengers and crew members.

• Prosecutors release identity of suspect accused of murdering two with laced drinks

Prosecutors on Monday released the identity and mug shots of a 20-year-old woman arrested
for allegedly murdering two men with laced drinks. The mug shots of Kim So-young were made
public by the Seoul Northern District Prosecutors Office after undergoing a review by a
dedicated committee on such disclosures. Kim is accused of handing the drinks containing
benzodiazepine, a depressant, to three men on separate occasions between last December and
last month, resulting in the two deaths. One of the three men recovered after treatment. Kim

• PPP faces candidate shortage for local elections as heavyweights skip primaries

The main opposition People Power Party (PPP) is facing growing strain ahead of the June 3 local
elections after several political heavyweights opted out of the party’s primary races,
potentially weakening its chances against the ruling Democratic Party of Korea (DPK). According
to the party's primary registration list that was finalized Sunday night, candidate sign-ups were
weak across key regions, including the Seoul metropolitan area and South Chungcheong
Province.

• Gov't to implement price cap system for petroleum products this week (2026-03-09 11:57)

The Korean government plans to introduce a temporary price cap on petroleum products as
early as this week to curb surging fuel costs triggered by escalating tensions in the Middle East,
the presidential policy chief said Monday. The system will allow the government to set an upper
limit on retail fuel prices for a fixed period to prevent sharp spikes. Presidential chief of staff for
policy Kim Yong-beom said at a briefing that the government will work fast to complete
administrative steps, including issuing a ministerial notice, so the cap could take effect within
days. He said officials had discussed detailed measures to prevent abnormal pricing of
petroleum products and improve price predictability in the market, adding that the Ministry of
Trade, Industry and Resources will move quickly to finalize procedures needed to introduce the
system.

• Hyundai Rotem, gov't agency set 2035 target for hypersonic missile development 
(2026-03-09 05:57)

Hyundai Rotem, the defense and rail subsidiary of Hyundai Motor Group, aims to mass-produce
hypersonic missiles by 2035 in cooperation with the state-run Agency for Defense Development
(ADD) — weapons widely regarded as a key element of modern warfare. The plan reflects South
Korea’s broader push to secure advanced strike capabilities as neighboring countries develop
or already operate hypersonic weapons that are difficult for existing missile defense systems to
intercept. With speeds faster than Mach 5, or about 6,120 kilometers per hour, hypersonic
missiles are capable of striking targets worldwide within hours. Their extreme speed and
maneuverability make them difficult for existing missile defense systems to intercept. The
United States, Russia and China currently operate hypersonic missiles, while several other
countries, including North Korea, India and France, are developing their own capabilities.

• Korea, US kick off major spring drills amid speculation over Patriot redeployment 
(2026-03-09 05:57)

Korea and the United States kicked off their major spring joint Freedom Shield exercise Monday
amid speculation that U.S. Forces Korea's (USFK) Patriot missiles have been deployed to the
Middle East as regional tensions rise. The 11-day exercise, which runs through March 19,
involves about 18,000 personnel and incorporates lessons drawn from recent wars to reflect
evolving and realistic threats in its operational scenarios, according to Korea's Joint Chiefs of
Staff. With Seoul and Washington accelerating efforts to transfer wartime operational control to
Korea, this year's drills are also expected to focus on assessing and verifying whether conditions
for the transition have been met.

• Gov't to crack down on illegal foreign delivery riders (2026-03-09 05:57)
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The government will initiate an intensive crackdown on foreigners who work illegally as delivery
riders, the Ministry of Justice said Monday. The crackdown will be implemented for two months
until April 30, and foreigners caught will face fines and forced deportation, the ministry said.
Cases of illegal work in the delivery industry by foreigners residing in Korea are increasing, and
illegal acts such as driving motorcycles without a license are emerging as social problems, it
noted. Recent reports say that some foreign students borrow Korean names to sign up on
delivery platforms. The ministry said those who lend their delivery platform accounts to
foreigners will also be reported to the police and other relevant authorities. A ministry official
said the government will do its best to protect the jobs of Koreans and establish the order for
foreigners staying here by cracking down on those working illegally in the delivery industry.

• 203 Koreans return from Abu Dhabi aboard chartered flight (2026-03-09 05:57)

YEONGJONGDO — More than 200 Korean nationals who had been stranded in the United Arab
Emirates (UAE) due to the escalating U.S.-Iran conflict returned home Monday aboard a
chartered flight. The Etihad Airways plane, carrying 203 Koreans and three family members of
other nationalities, arrived at Incheon International Airport, west of Seoul, in the early morning,
about 8 hours after departing from Abu Dhabi.

• Lee urges caution over reform measures to minimize side effects (2026-03-09 05:57)

President Lee Jae Myung on Monday urged caution in pushing ahead with reform measures to
minimize potential side effects, suggesting a "surgical correction" approach where necessary.

Culture Ministry said Tuesday. The portrait, painted around 1598 and attributed to Caravaggio 
in 1963, depicts Maffeo Barberini, a nobleman who later became Pope Urban VIII. The painting 
was acquired from a private collection by the Italian state after over a year of negotiations and
