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Security Analysis Report: Thailand (June 21, 2026
- June 28, 2026)

Executive Summary

During the period of June 21-28, 2026, Thailand demonstrated a proactive stance on
national security, unveiling a new strategy to combat transnational crime, cyber
threats, human trafficking, and drug syndicates. The nation continued to grapple with
significant cybersecurity challenges, experiencing a high volume of attacks.
Diplomatic efforts were prominent, with a royal state visit to France reinforcing
long-standing ties and a focus on maritime boundary delimitation with Cambodia.
Domestically, allegations of wiretapping in the southern border provinces surfaced,
while border security remained a concern, highlighted by a significant cash smuggling
incident at the Myanmar frontier and ongoing vigilance along the Cambodian border.

Key Security Developments

• New National Security Strategy Unveiled
On June 23, 2026, the Thai government introduced a new security strategy aimed at
enhancing protection for citizens and visitors, and intensifying efforts against
transnational crime, call-centre gangs, human trafficking, and online cyber threats.
Prime Minister Anutin Charnvirakul instructed relevant agencies to adopt a unified
approach, emphasizing "relieving hardship, improving public welfare, protecting
public peace, eradicating drugs and defeating criminal gangs." This strategy
underscores the government's recognition of evolving cross-border criminal networks
and the need for upgraded technological tools and international cooperation.

• Persistent Cybersecurity Threats and Strategic Response
Thailand remains a prime target for cyberattacks, facing an average of over 3,200
attacks per week in 2026, which is 164% higher than the global average. The Cyber
Security Summit Thailand 2026, a significant event for senior security professionals,
continued to address the swiftly changing cyber landscape and distinct risks across
various industries. The government has allocated approximately THB 2 billion (USD 57
million) towards cybersecurity initiatives to enhance national security and protect
critical infrastructure.
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• Allegations of Wiretapping in Southern Border Provinces
On June 23, 2026, Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Sihasak Phuangketkaew
and Defense Minister Lt. Gen. Adul Boonthamcharoen addressed reports concerning
security agencies allegedly wiretapping the phones of 2,000 residents in the southern
border provinces. Sihasak confirmed that an investigation into these facts is
underway, highlighting it as an important issue for discussion within the government's
special delegation tasked with resolving southern unrest.

• Diplomatic Engagement with France and the European Union
Their Majesties King Maha Vajiralongkorn and Queen Suthida commenced a state visit
to France from June 28 to July 2, 2026, at the invitation of President Emmanuel
Macron. This visit commemorates 170 years of diplomatic relations and aims to
strengthen cooperation in aerospace, trade, cultural diplomacy, and broader ties with
the European Union. Thailand views closer European engagement as part of a
balanced foreign policy, complementing its relationships with other major powers.

• Thai-Cambodian Border Tensions and Maritime Delimitation
On June 23, 2026, Defence Minister Lt Gen Adul Boonthamcharoen dismissed rumors
of heightened troop buildup and Chinese tanks near the Thai-Cambodian border,
affirming that Thai security forces maintain vigilance and operate under strict rules of
engagement. Concurrently, Thailand's Ministry of Foreign Affairs announced on June
23, 2026, its decision to engage in compulsory conciliation proceedings under Annex
V of the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS) regarding
maritime delimitation with Cambodia. This follows Cambodia's initiation of
proceedings and Thailand's termination of the 2001 Memorandum of Understanding,
which had failed to yield substantive progress.

• Major Cash Smuggling Incident at Mae Sai Border
On June 26, 2026, a Myanmar national was apprehended at the Mae Sai border
crossing in Chiang Rai province for allegedly attempting to smuggle over ฿23 million
(approximately USD 625,000) in cash into Myanmar. The money was discovered
hidden inside boxes of snack food, triggering intensified border checks and a widening
security investigation into the criminal network behind the operation. The Mae Sai
crossing is a critical trade route and a known hotspot for cross-border crime.

• Upholding Military Conscription Law
The Human Rights Foundation reported on June 22, 2026, that the Thai Constitutional
Court, in May 2026, upheld the military conscription law. This decision allows legal
proceedings to continue against activist Netiwit Chotiphatphaisal, who was charged in
2024 for refusing compulsory military service based on religious and moral beliefs.
Critics argue the ruling infringes upon constitutional rights, including freedom of
conscience and belief.
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• Ongoing US-Thailand Military Cooperation (Enduring Partners 2026)
The "Enduring Partners 2026" exchange, a bilateral military exercise between the
Washington Air National Guard and the Royal Thai Air Force, concluded on June 12,
2026, after running from June 1. This exercise involved specialized training in
combined dissimilar air combat, cyber defense, space operations, humanitarian
assistance, and disaster relief, with US service members operating out of Bangkok and
Chiang Mai. The exchange reinforces a defense relationship dating back to 1833.

• Amendments to Anti-Money Laundering and Counter-Terrorism Financing Laws
Thailand is in the process of amending its Anti-Money Laundering Act B.E. 2542 (1999)
and the Counter Terrorism and Proliferation of Weapons of Mass Destruction Financing
Act B.E. 2559 (2016). These amendments are being undertaken to align with
international standards recommended by the Financial Action Task Force (FATF).

Geopolitical Impact and Regional Dynamics

Thailand's security developments during this period reflect a complex balancing act
amidst intensifying regional geopolitical competition. The royal state visit to France
and efforts to deepen ties with the European Union underscore Thailand's
commitment to a diversified foreign policy, seeking to strengthen partnerships beyond
traditional allies and regional powers. This approach complements Thailand's
longstanding relationships with the United States, China, and Japan, aiming to achieve
a balanced strategic posture.

The ongoing tensions along the Thai-Cambodian border, despite official dismissals of
troop buildups, remain a sensitive point. Thailand's consideration of acquiring
American-made HIMARS rocket artillery systems following 2025 border clashes with
Cambodia indicates a strategic recalibration to enhance its deterrence posture. This
move, if finalized, could reshape regional perceptions of Thailand's military
capabilities and influence the long-range strike balance in Southeast Asia.

The unveiling of China's "security partnership" with Cambodia on June 26, 2026,
ahead of Thai Prime Minister Anutin Charnvirakul's visit to Beijing in late July,
introduces a new dynamic. This partnership, spanning defense, political security, law
enforcement, and cybercrime, signals China's expanding military footprint and
influence in Cambodia, which Bangkok is observing with increasing attention.
Thailand's continued "dual engagement" strategy, maintaining military cooperation
with both the US and China, highlights its pragmatic diplomacy in navigating the
US-China rivalry.

Military and Defense Analysis
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Thailand's military continues its modernization efforts, as evidenced by the proposed
acquisition of HIMARS and previously approved purchases like Swedish Gripen fighter
jets and a Chinese submarine (approved in August 2025). These acquisitions are part
of a broader strategic shift to modernize the Royal Thai Armed Forces, with
approximately 31 billion baht (US$995.19 million) earmarked for high-priority arms
procurement for the 2026 fiscal year. The emphasis on long-range precision fires,
such as HIMARS, suggests a focus on enhancing coercive diplomacy capabilities and
addressing evolving threats in the Indo-Pacific.

Joint military exercises, such as the recently concluded "Enduring Partners 2026" with
the United States, demonstrate Thailand's commitment to strengthening
interoperability and readiness with its long-standing allies. These exercises cover a
range of specialized training, including cyber defense and humanitarian assistance,
reflecting a comprehensive approach to modern security challenges. Concurrently,
Thailand's participation in joint training with China, such as the "Assault 2026"
exercise in May, underscores its strategy of maintaining military ties with multiple
major powers, allowing for diverse capability development and strategic flexibility.

Outlook and Forecast

Short-term trends (1-3 months):

In the immediate future, Thailand will likely continue to focus on implementing its new
national security strategy, particularly in combating transnational crime and cyber
threats. The royal visit to France is expected to yield concrete agreements,
strengthening economic and diplomatic ties with Europe. The ongoing investigation
into wiretapping allegations in the southern border provinces will be a key domestic
issue, potentially influencing public trust and internal security operations. The
maritime delimitation proceedings with Cambodia under UNCLOS will be a significant
diplomatic and legal undertaking, requiring careful navigation to protect national
interests.

Critical flashpoints and risk areas:

The Thai-Cambodian border remains a critical flashpoint, with historical land disputes
and recent provocations potentially escalating. The proposed HIMARS acquisition,
while aimed at deterrence, could also be perceived as escalatory by neighboring
countries. The southern border provinces continue to be an area of concern due to
ongoing unrest and the recent wiretapping allegations, which could exacerbate local
grievances. Cybersecurity poses a persistent and elevated risk, with the high volume
of attacks threatening critical infrastructure and national data. The expanding
China-Cambodia security partnership could subtly alter regional power dynamics,
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requiring Thailand to carefully manage its "dual engagement" strategy to avoid being
caught between major powers.

Indicators to monitor:

Key indicators to monitor include progress in the UNCLOS conciliation proceedings
with Cambodia, any further developments or official statements regarding the
southern border wiretapping allegations, and the outcomes of the royal visit to
France. Additionally, observe the nature and frequency of cyberattacks against Thai
entities and the effectiveness of the new security strategy in curbing transnational
crime. Any new defense acquisitions or joint military exercises with either the US or
China will also be important indicators of Thailand's evolving strategic alignment and
defense posture.

Strategic recommendations:

Thailand should prioritize strengthening its cybersecurity defenses through continued
investment in technology, human capital, and international cooperation, as outlined in
its new security strategy. Diplomatic efforts should focus on de-escalating tensions
with Cambodia through the UNCLOS process while maintaining a firm stance on
territorial integrity. Internally, transparent investigation and resolution of the
wiretapping allegations are crucial for rebuilding trust in the southern border regions.
Furthermore, Thailand should continue to diversify its defense partnerships and
maintain its balanced foreign policy, leveraging its strategic position to foster regional
stability rather than becoming overly reliant on any single major power.
